FINDINGS AND ALLEGED CIVIL VIOLATIQ;o;S 

1. The City of Anaheim. Public Works Department (Respondent) is a public agency 
organized under the laws ortne state ofCalifomia with a place ofoperations located in Anabdm. 
California. The Respondent is a person within the meaning of Section 311 (a)(7) ofthe Clean 
Watcr Act, 33 V.S.C § 1321(a)(7) (the "Aet"). 

2. Section 311 (h)(3) of the Act. 33 U.S.C. § 1321 (b)(3), prohibit> the discharge of oil 
Into or upon the navigable waters of the United States or adjoining shorelines in such Quantities 
that have been determined may be ham1ful to the public health or welfare- or environment of the 
United States. 

3. For pU1pOses ofSeet;on 311(b)(3) and (b)(4) of the Act, 33 U.S.c. § 1321 (b)(3) and 
(b)(4), discharges ofoil into or upon the navigable waters of the United States in such quanlities 
that have been determined may be harmful to the public health or welfare or environment of the 
United States arc defined in 40 C.F ,R. § 1103 to include discharges ofoil that: (1) violate 
applicable water quality standards; or (2) cause a tllm or a sheen upon or discojoration of the 
surface of the water or aqioining shorelines or a sludge or emulsion to be deposited beneath the 
surface of the water or upon the adjoining shoreline!:.'. 

4. On or about August 6, 1011, Respondent discharged 2,214 gallons of oil, as defined in 
Section 31 I(a)( I) of the Act, 33 C.S.C. § 1321(a)(1), and 40 C.F.R. § 11 0.1, from an emergency 
backup generator into a sl:Onn water drain that flows into Carbon Creek Chane\. 

5. Carbon Creek Channel lS a navigable water oft11e United States as detlned in Section 
502(7) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1362(7), and 40 C.F.R. § llO.1. 

6. Respondent's August 6. 2011 discharge of oil from a emergency backup generator 
located at the Respondentls 200 S. Anaheim Blvd., Anaheim, California facility caused a sheen 
upon or discoloration QfCarbon Cheek ChanneL 

7. Respondent's discharge of oil from an emergency backup generator located at the 
Respondent's 200 S. Anaheim Blvd., Aliaheim, California facility into Carbon Creek Channel 
occurred in a quantity that has been determined may he harmful, violated Section 311 (b)(3) of 
the Act, 33 U.S.c. § 1321(b)(3). Pursuant to Section 311(b)(6)(3)(;) of the Act, 33 U.s.C. § 
1321 (0)(6)(3)(i), as adjusted in accordance with 40 C.F.R. ~ 19.4, the Respondent is liable for 
civil penalties of up to $16,000 per barrel oroil Jjscharged. up to a: maximum of$37,500.
