This Expedited Settlement Agreement (ESA) is being entered into by the United States Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), Region 6, by its duly delegated official, the Director, Superfund Division, and by Respondent
pursvant to Section F13(a)(3) and (d) of the Clean Air Act (the Act}, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(a)3) and {d), and by 40
C.F.R.§ 22.13(b). On August 13, 2003, EPA obtained the concurrence of the U.S. Department of Justice, pursuant
to Section 113(d)(1) of the Act, 42 U.S.C. §7413(d)(1), to pursue this administrative enforcement action,

On January 24, 2012, an authorized representative of the EPA conducted a compliance inspection of the subject
facility (Respondent) to determine compliance with the Risk Management Plan (RMP) regulations promulgated at
40 C.I'.R. Part 68 under Section 112(r) of the Act. EPA found that the Respondent had violated regulations
implementing Section] 12(r) of the Act by failing to comply with the regulations as noted on the attached RISK
MANAGEMENT PLAN INSPECTION FINDINGS, ALLEGED VIOLATIONS AND PROPOSED PENALTY
SHEET (*FORM?™), which is hereby incorporated by reference.

In consideration of Respondent’s size of business, its full compliance history, its good faith effort to comply, and
other factors as justice may require, and upon consideration of the entire record the parties enter into the ESA in
order to settle the violations, described in the attached FORM for the total penalty amount of $5,700.00,
