15 U.S.C. § 2615(a), and pursuant to the Consolidated Rules of
Pragtice Governtng Administrative Assessmont of Civil Penalties and the
Revocation/Termination or Suspension of Permits (Consolidated Rudes), 40 CF R,
Part 22, Complainant is the Dircelor of the Air, Pesticides and Toxics Management
Division, 1.8, Environmental Protection Agency, Region 4, Respondent is Allied
Universal Corporation.

H. Preliminary Statements
3. The authority to take action under Section 16(a) of TSCA, 15 U.8,C. § 2615(a), is vested

in the Administrator of the EPA. The Adminisiraior of the EPA has delegated this
guthority under TSCA to the EPA Region 4 by EPA Delegation 12-2-A, dated May 11,
1994,

&, Pursuant to Section 15 of TSCA. 15 U.S.C, § 2614, it & unlawtul for any person to:

{1 fail or refuse to comply with any rule or order promulgated pursuant to Sections 4, 5,
8, 120r 13 0f TSCA, 15 USRS § 2603, § 2604, § 2607, § 2611 or § 2612, (2) use for
commercial purposes a chomical substance or mixiure that the person knew or had reason
o know was manufactured, imported, processed, or distribuied In commerce in violation
of TSCA Scetion 5, 153 US.C. § 2604; (3) fail to maintain records, submil reports or
information, or permit sccess o or allew copying of records as required by TSCA; and
{4} refuse to permii entry or Wspection as authorized by Section 11 of TSCA, 15 US.C.

§ 2610.

5. Any person who violates a provision of Section 15 of TSCA shall be Hiable for a civil
penalty in an amount not to exceed 525,000 for each such violation, in accordance with
Seetion 16{a) of TSCA. The Debt Colleetion Improvement Act of 1996 requires the EPA
to review and adjust penalties, as necessary, for inflation at least unce every four years.
As such, pursuant to the Adiustrrent of Civil Monctary Penalties for Inflation Rule,

A4 C.F.R. Part 19, the revised maximum penalty for cach volation occurring after
January 30, 1997, through March 15, 2004, is $27.500, for cach violation pecurring after
March 15, 2004, through Jancary 12, 2009, the maximum penalty for cach violation is

$32.500; and for each violation geeurring after January 12, 2009, the maximum penalty

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for each violation is $37,500. Each day a viclation continues may constitute a scparate
violation.

Respondent manufactured a reportable quantity of {(CBI deleted) hereinafier referred 0 as
Chemical A in 2005 at the Fort Pierce, Florida manufacturing facility,
Respondent manufactured a reportable quantity of Chemical A in 2005 at the Ranger,
Georgla manufacturing facility.
Chomical A was subject to the 2006 Inventory Update Reporting (TUR) as described in
A3 CF.R § 710, Subpari C.
As described in 40 CF.R. § 710.53, the 2006 [UR reporting period for Chemical A was
