Respondent failed to review and 
update its RMP and submit it to EPA on or before 03-01-2011 in violation of Section 112(r)(7) of the Act and 
40 C.F. R. §§§ 68.150(c), 68.190(a) and 68.195. Respondent submitted an updated RMP to EPA on 
05-16-2011, which was 76 days past due, 

SETTLEMENT 

In consideration of Respondent's size of business, its full compliance history and previous penalties 
assessed, if any, its good faith effort to comply, the duration and seriousness of the violation , the economic 
impact of the penalty, economic benefit, and other factors as justice may require, and upon consideration of the 
entire record, the parties enter into this ESA in order to settle the violations described above for the total penalty 
amount of $800.00. 

This settlement is subject to the following terms and conditions: 

The Respondent by signing below admits to jurisdiction, neither admits nor denies the specific factual 
allegations contained above, and consents to the assessment of the penalty as stated above. Respondent 
waives its rights to a hearing afforded by Section 113(d){2)(A) of the Act, 42 U.S.C §7413(d)(2)(A), and to 
appeal this ESA. Each party to this action shall bear its own attorney's fees and costs, if any. Respondent also 
certifies , subject to civil and criminal penalties for making a false submission to the United States Government, 
that the Respondent has corrected the violations listed above and has sent a cashier's check or certified check 
(payable to the Treasurer, United States of America) in the amount of $800,00 in payment of the full penalty 
amount to the following address:
