ÅReduces habitat quality & quantity results 
in lower survival during critical spawning, 
incubation, rearing & migration.

ïCovers redds (salmonid egg nest)

ïEmbeds in river floor causing cementing & 
reduced quantity of spawning beds

ïSilting in of pools

ïIncrease width to depth ratio resulting in greater 
thermal inputs & higher water temperatures
