Dear Mr. Brown:

The above referenced public drinking water system has violated certain provisions of the
Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), 42 U.S.C. § 3001, et seq. and the National Primary Drinking
Water Regulations at 40 C.F.R. part 141. The violations consist of inadequate disinfection
byproduct precursor removal and failure to monitor total organic carbon (TOC), nitrate,
pesticides, and total coliform. Our records, obtained from the Utah Department of
Environmental Quality (DEQ), indicate the violations noted below. Please notify Kathelene
Brainich of my staff at (303) 312-6481 within 20 days if your records show any discrepancies
with these determinations of violation. A Notice of Violation and Administrative Order were
issued to this system in 2004 for other violations and remains in effect.

This NOTICE OF VIOLATION is issued pursuant to section 1414(a) of the SDWA,
42 U.S.C. § 300g-3(a). If the State does not commence appropriate enforcement action within
30 days from the receipt of this notification, the EPA is authorized either to issuean
Administrative Order under section 1414(g) of the SDWA, 42 U.S.C. § 300g-3(g), requiring the
public water system to comply with the regulations or other requirements, or to commence civil
action under section 1414(b) of the SDWA, 42 U.S.C. § 300g-3(b). A copy of this NOTICE OF
VIOLATION has been concurrently sent to the system identified above.

If the State of Utah elects not to commence an appropriate enforcement action against
Dutch John within thirty days from receipt of this Notice of Violation for the violations
contained herein, and pursuant to section 1414(g)(2) of the SDWA, 42 U.S.C. § 300g-3(g)(2),
this letter also serves to provide the State of Utah with an opportunity to confer with the United
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regarding an administrative order (“Order”) that
EPA may issue to Dutch John to address the violations. EPA is sending this letter to the State of
Utah Department of Environmental Quality since it has primacy enforcement responsibility for
public water systems in the State of Utah.

Also enclosed for the benefit of the system is a copy of EPA’s Small Business Regulatory
Enforcement and Fairness Act (SBREFA) information sheet, U.S. EPA Small Business
Resources, containing information on compliance assistance resources and tools available to
small businesses, is enclosed with this letter. Small governments are also included under
SBREFA, and the enclosed fact sheet discusses resources which may also be available to small
governments. Also, there is a compliance assistance center for small governments, the Local
Government Environmental Assistance Network (LGEAN). LGEAN can be accessed at
www.lgean.com or by calling (877) 865-4326. SBREFA does not eliminate your respon51b111ty
to comply with the SDWA.

Please inform EPA of any change in the compliance status of this system. You may wish
to confer with my staff to determine the Agency's pesition concerning this system and to
exchange appropriate information. If the State does not commence appropriate enforcement



action within 30 days from the reCeipt of the notification, EPA will proceed with issuance of an
administrative order.

Commenting on Federal Enforcement
Actions and Compliance Activities

The Small Business Regulatory Enforcement Fairness Act
(SBREFA) established an ombudsman (“SBREFA Ombuds-
man”) and 10 Regional Fairmness Boards to receive comments
from small businesses about federal agency enforcement
actions. The SBREFA Ombudsman will annually rate each
agency’s responsiveness to small businesses. If you believe
that you fall withinthe Small Business Administration’s
definition of a small business (based on your North American
Industry Classification System (NAICS) designation, number
of employees or annual receipts, defined at 13C.F.R.
121.201; in most cases, this' means a business with 500 or
fewer employees), and wish to comment on federal enforce-
ment and compliance activities, call the SBREFA
Ombudsman’s toll-free number at 1-888-REG-FAIR (1-888-
734-3247).

Every small business that is the subject of an enforcement
or compliance action is entitled to comment on the:
Agency’s actions without fear of retaliation. EPA ‘
employees are prohibited from using enforcement or any
other means of retaliation against any member of the
regulated community because the regulated community .
previously commented on its activities, '

Your Duty to Comply

If you receive compliance assistance or submit comments
to the SBREFA Ombudsman or Regional Fairness Boards,
you still have the duty to comply with the law, including
providing timely responses to EPA information requests,
administrative or civil camplaints, other enforcement
actions or communications. The assistance information
and comment processes do not give you any new rights or
defenses in any enforcement action. These processes
also do not affect EPA's obligation to protect public health
or the.environmentunder any of the environmental statutes
it enforces, including the right to take emergency remedial
or emergency response actions when appropriate. Those
decisions will be based on the facts in each situation. The
SBREFA Ombudsman and Fairness Boards do not
participate in resolving EPA’s enforcement actions. Also,
remember that to preserve your rights, you need to comply
with all rules governing the enforcement process.
