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I. INTRODUCTION

This annual report is submitted to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) by the Washington
State Department of Ecology for State Fiscal Year 2003 (SFY 03), July 1, 2002 - June 30, 2003. This
report describes how Washington State has met the goals and objectives of its State Revolving Fund
(SRF) program for SFY 03 and reflects the actual use of SRF funds.

II. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Department of Ecology (Ecology), as the designated agency for the state of Washington, has the
sole responsibility for management of the SRF program and is the primary contact with EPA on
SRF issues.

The annual report explains how Ecology has used the SRF program and the progress of meeting/
achieving the goals and objectives for State Fiscal Year SFY 03.

Ecology began reporting on the SFY rather than the federal fiscal year (FFY) in SFY 98. The change
has resulted in loan agreements being signed in both SFY 02 and SFY 03. This is due to loan offers
being valid for up to one year. Consequently, this annual report discusses local governments
identified for funding on the SFY 02 IUP and the SFY 03 IUP.

Projected dates for signing binding agreements and disbursements were optimistic and in most
cases the actual dates occurred later than projected. Also, some funds reserved for specific local
governments were declined and some communities did not need all of the funds reserved for them.

Washington's SRF has been capitalized with fourteen federal capitalization grants between SFY 90
and 03 and the corresponding state match. The following Figure 1 shows these funds by year as
well as the allocation of the funds for administration and loans. Any minor discrepancies in dollar
values are due to rounding.

In SFY 03, Ecology made 36 binding commitments totaling $68,301,910. Twenty-nine of these
commitments were with local governments for Section 212 Water Pollution Control Facilities
projects and seven Section 319 Nonpoint Source Pollution Control projects. An overview
discussion of the projects is located in the following section and a breakdown of the binding
commitments is shown in Exhibit 1.

III. GOALS AND PROGRESS
A. Short-Term Goals and Progress

1. Goal - Work with Ecology’s Water Quality Financial Assistance Council to implement a new
section in Chapter 70.146 RCW “Water Pollution Control Facilities Financing”. The new
section requires Ecology to:

e Require applicants to incorporate the environmental benefits of the project into their
applications. Ecology already meets this requirement. Ecology will continue to improve
and enhance the environmental benefits of the project into its applications to identify the
higher priority water quality needs.

e Develop appropriate outcome focused performance measures to be used for
management and performance assessment of the financial assistance program.

e Coordinate its performance measure system with other funding programs administered
by the state of Washington natural resource related agencies.



Progress - The following is the 2003 Annual Report to the Joint Legislative Audit and
Review Committee of Progress Toward Meeting RCW 70.146.090

Summary

The Department of Ecology’s Water Quality Program continues to further enhance its
outcome based financial assistance program by establishing and testing a structure to better
identify effectiveness and efficiency of its investment strategy for water quality
improvement throughout the State of Washington. To that end staff have outlined and
explained in the strategy currently being implemented: However, explained in the strategy,
full implementation of the approach may only be possible, with additional resources
provided by the Legislature. The outline below is followed by the strategy:
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Implementing Engrossed Substitute House Bill (ESHB) 1785 and Compiling and
Publishing Outcome Measures
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Process.

TMDL Effectiveness Monitoring Examples



I. Implementing Engrossed Substitute House Bill (ESHB) 1785 and Compiling and
Publishing Outcome Measures

Overall Need

There is currently a need to develop a fully supported, steady state approach and procedure
to track environmental benefits derived from Ecology’s Water Quality Program’s financial
assistance programs. The mechanism for tracking performance measures has been initiated,
but full implementation is pending.

Statutory Mandate and Authority to Act

In 2001, the State of Washington Legislature passed and the Governor signed into law
Engrossed Substitute House Bill (ESHB) 1785, that required (through amending RCW
70.146.090, Water Pollution Control Facilities Financing) Ecology’s Water Quality Program to:

“...Require recipients (of loans and grants) to incorporate environmental benefits into their
applications and the department (of Ecology) shall utilize the statement in its grant and loan
prioritization and selection process ...(and) develop appropriate outcome focused performance
measures to be used both for management and performance assessment of the grant and loan
program.” (Underscore, italics and bold added for present focus).

Progress Made by the Water Quality Program to Date

Soon after issuance of the JLARC Report and passage of ESHB 1785 the Water Quality
Program began to address the recognized need to better explain and document its
accomplishments and further enhanced its already outcome-focused loan and grant
program by incorporating into its priority system/application, specific criteria that asked
applicants to identify the following performance measures:

“Water Quality Goals” are major environmental changes to be achieved or directly
addressed by the project proposed. They are one or more of the following three performance
measures

1. “Severe Public Health Hazard” or “Public Health Emergency” eliminated.

2. Designated beneficial uses to be restored, or protected; 303(d) listed water bodies
restored to water quality standards; Healthy waters prevented from being degraded.

3. Regulatory compliance with a consent decree, compliance order, TMDL or waste load
allocation, etc., achieved.

“Water Quality Project Outcomes” are environmental changes that can be expected from a
successful project. These outcomes are to be a result of the activities recipients complete in
their projects. They are qualitative and quantitative impacts your project proposal will have
on water quality toward meeting goals above.



In the FY 2003, FY 2004, and FY 2005 applications (calendar years 2002, 2003, and 2003 /04),
Ecology’s Water Quality Program has required applicants to list goals and outcomes they
hoped to achieve

The true test of the developing approach was how well the enhanced outcome-based criteria
were understood and addressed by applicants. From a representative sample of
applications, most local and tribal agencies that applied for financial assistance in the
completed FY 2003 and FY 2004 application cycle understood and addressed these new
questions with appropriate responses. Staff further emphasized the criteria and
expectations for long-term assessments at the FY 2005 Funding Application Workshops held
in early December 2003.

Follow up negotiations with applicants offered State and federal funds are now underway
to ensure the depth of their commitment to track on goals and outcomes, and mechanisms
may need to be instituted to facilitate an effective monitoring and tracking component of
each project provided financial assistance.

Further Action Being Taken and Future Needs

- Systematic Process and Requirements

In order to fully address Legislative directives a systematic process and system
(respectively) needs to be developed and fully implemented for:

1. Financial assistance recipients to report on water quality project outcomes and goals
(mechanism in place), and

2. A State supported - Ecology staffed information management system to process these
results (still needed)

In order for the process to be effective and accepted, the strategy cannot be overly
burdensome (time wise and financially) to recipients or Ecology staff. The plan also needs to
be tested, and full implementation hinges on Legislative support for the development and
implementation of a performance measures tracing system. However, to begin to address
this need, the following preliminary process is being initiated by existing staff:

During negotiation of the loan or grant agreement, all applicants offered financial assistance
are to agree to “Special Condition” of the financial assistance agreement (Attachment A)
committing them to participate in an Ecology survey and potential interview 3-5 years after
project completion to assess the effects of the state’s investment toward water quality
improvement. Boilerplate grant and loan language has also be developed to establish goals
and outcomes to help ensure that applicants have clear targets, and ensure that needed
monitoring and maintenance is conducted during and after the assessment period
(Attachment B).

- Documents Developed

The Post Project Assessment Survey (Attachment D), the Follow- up from Survey Interview
Template (Attachment E), and the PowerPoint Presentation of the Enhanced Outcome
Focused Approach (Attachment F) are outlined below.



- “Pilot” Scale Test of Post Project Assessment Survey and Interview Process

The Post Project Assessment Survey and Interview Process is presently being tested on
approximately one dozen local and tribal agencies that completed a project with financial
assistance provided by the State of Washington. Results of this test are to be compiled by
mid 2004.

- Enhanced Final Performance Evaluation

Ecology’s “Final Performance Evaluation” is completed by Ecology’s Project Manager after
a review of the final report, final comprehensive quarterly progress report, final inspection,
etc. This Performance Evaluation would be submitted electronically before final payment of
grants and loans would be processed. To refine Ecology’s existing process to more
adequately assess outcomes, the Final Performance Evaluation has been enhanced, and is in
DRAFT form (Attachment C).

- Staff Resources Needed

Although staff have been able to develop a strategy and lay the groundwork to better track
environmental outcomes, no funding was provided by the Legislature to either develop or
follow through with tracking the enhanced outcome approach. The Legislature mandated
that the state environmental agencies do so. However, because water quality monitoring
and tracking is inherently challenging and costly, Ecology’s ability to effectively develop an
information management system and track outcomes will likely need to be commensurate
with future State resources provided.

II. Cross Agency Collaboration

An outline of Ecology’s Water Quality Program’s concerted efforts to collaborate with other
agencies follows:

1. Ecology’s Water Quality Financial Assistance Council, which helped develop the
approach, has an interagency membership that includes the Department of Health,
Conservation Commission, Public Works Trust Fund Board, US EPA, Region 10, Natural
Resources Conservation Services, and USDA - Rural Development, along with several
local and tribal stakeholders.

2. Ecology’s Water Quality Program’s approach to track outcomes was developed in
coordination with the approach used for the Public Works Trust Fund (PWTEF).
Ecology’s Water Quality Program’s approach builds on the PWTF strategy with specific
follow up measures.

3. Ecology maintains a well known WEB site explaining its outcome based /water quality
based priority setting approach.

4. In November 2003, Ecology’s Water Quality Program presented its strategy at the
biennial Infrastructure Assistance Coordinating Council (IACC), where presentations
were made by two of the programs (Ecology’s Water Quality Program and PWTF)



audited by JLARC to a wide variety of local and tribal, state, and federal agencies
involved in financial assistance.

Ecology’s Water Quality Program is represented at quarterly meetings of the IACC, and
staff discuss our strategy periodically at these meetings.

In November 2003, Ecology’s Water Quality Program also presented its strategy to a
widely attended biennial nonpoint TMDL conference sponsored by Alaska, Idaho,
Oregon, and Washington water quality management agencies; cooperative extension
offices; land grant universities for all four states; and EPA.

In December 2003, at its four statewide Water Quality Financial Assistance funding
application workshops .Ecology’s Water Quality Program explained applicant
responsibilities to list and explain goals and outcomes and track these performance
measures

As success stories are generated from the pilot and fully implemented surveys and
interviews, self monitoring and Ecology’s water quality monitoring strategies, they will
be shared in reports and presentations to applicants, JLARC and EPA..

Ecology’s Water Quality Program staff has attended periodic meetings with other
agencies to coordinate their outcome based strategies, but as only one meeting was
convened by OFM in 2003, a more systematic approach for such meetings may need to
be reinstated.

III. Readiness to Proceed as a Project Consideration

Readiness to proceed has always been of paramount importance as the Water Quality
Program considers project proposals. Examples include:

>

Proposals for domestic wastewater and stormwater facilities planning must be based on
sewer comprehensive plans approved by the application deadline (unless the proposal is
for the preparation of both planning levels.

Proposals for design of facilities must be based on facilities plans approved by Ecology
at the time of application deadline.

Proposals for construction of facilities must be based on facilities plans AND designs
approved by the time of the application deadline.

Prospective recipients must sign the financial assistance agreement within one year of
the date final offer list is issued. Failure to do so results in the termination of the
financial assistance offer.

Recipients must begin work generally within four (4) months after signing the financial
assistance agreement, and MUST begin work within 16 months of the date the final offer
list is issued. Failure to do so results in the termination of the financial assistance
agreement.



» In order to implement best management practices on public or private property a farm
plan that identifies the site-specific requirements for the implementation project must
have been prepared and approved by the local Conservation District by the time of the
application deadline.

> Readiness to proceed and taking responsibility to track goals and outcomes (together
with closely related criteria) represents in excess of 10 percent of the points available in
the project priority system.

IV. Comprehensive Watershed Health and Salmon Recovery Program (SSB 5637)
Overview

The Comprehensive Watershed Health and Salmon Recovery Program, also known as the
Comprehensive Monitoring Strategy (CMS), was Legislation passed under SSB 5637. The
objective was to plan a collaborative monitoring effort in order to measure progress toward
improving watershed health and salmon populations throughout the state by means of
water quality improvement grants, guidance for use by regulatory agencies, and by
encouraging other government and private groups to assist in an organized and integrated
plan. The CMS asks basic questions regarding status and trends of water quality and
quantity conditions. The questions are answered by means of standardized assessment
protocols which address physical, chemical, and biological characteristics of the state's
aquatic ecosystems. A specialized monitoring strategy using randomly selected sites across
a sub-set of the landscape enables statements to be made about "target" aquatic resources.

Examples

For example, Ecology’s interest may be focused on condition of wadeable, shallow streams
that are important spawning habitats for salmon and our ability to visit every stream in a
portion of the state is nearly impossible. We can track changes in this important sub-set of
streams over time by sampling a cross-section of them and then describing the generalized
condition. This is a valid monitoring strategy and effective in detecting true change in
targeted aquatic resources with a high level of confidence. Ecology adjusts the number of
site visits in order to acquire the desired level of confidence for assuredness that our
conclusions are accurate.

Interagency Collaboration Provided

The CMS promotes collaboration among state and federal agencies in establishing and
operating monitoring programs. The quality of aquatic resources in Washington State is
regulated in some way by the natural resource agencies (Department of Ecology,
Department of Fish and Wildlife, Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation,
Department of Natural Resources, Salmon Recovery Board and other Agencies assessed by
the Joint Legislative Audit and Review Committee. Furthermore, several federal agencies
participate in the transfer of information. There is a formal network for data transfer:

1. The Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation maintains a WEB portal for efficient,
effective importing and exporting of report results, and



2. Meetings of all agencies are held at least quarterly with much more frequent informal
communication.

All agencies share in some common information needs that are satisfied by answering
questions about: status and trends of aquatic conditions, effectiveness of habitat and
discharger remediation, and evaluation of the operation for prescribed best management
practices. In unison, these monitoring activities serve as a guide for identifying where
water quality/quantity problems exist, the specific source of degradation, and an
evaluation of the management prescriptions.

Answers provided by the CMS assist in tracking our progress based on the expenditures
for improving habitat, water quality, and restoring water quantity. The intent of both
state and federal funding sources for improvement of habitat and abatement of pollution
work as a partnership and is better organized by using the CMS as a template or a plan
for future identification of effective projects that can be accomplished by local, state, and
federal agencies and tribal governments.

TMDL Effectiveness Monitoring and Need for Project Effectiveness Monitoring

A CMS Like template is being used to track the effectiveness of TMDL's; (see for example,
Attachment G). This monitoring effort is funded entirely with federal monies. In order to
ensure greater accountability for State of Washington investments toward watershed health
and closely related salmon recovery efforts Ecology needs to establish a systematic program
to measure effectiveness of projects provided financial assistance with such improvements.

Staff Resources Needed

Although staff have been able to develop an approach to better monitor and share
information regarding watershed health and salmon recovery programs with funds
provided under SSB 5637, no additional funding was provided. There was, however, a
Legislative mandate to implement CMS widely. Therefore, Ecology’s ability to effectively
monitor watershed health and salmon recovery efforts, and relate these data with project
specific outcomes from State of Washington, investments of financial assistance will also
likely correspond to future State of Washington resources provided.



V. Attachments to Implement the Post Project Assessment Processes

The following attached documents were prepared to test, be revised (as needed), and
implement the steady state Post Project Assessment Process to address that clearly
recognized enhancement needed. Attachment G is an example of how the CMS process (Section

IV above) can address SSB 5637 needs.

Abstract

The Washington State Department of Ecology is required, under Section 303(d) of the
federal Clean Water Act and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency regulations, to develop
and implement Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) for impaired waters, and evaluate the
effectiveness of the water clean-up plan to achieve the needed improvement in water
quality.

When the TMDL was established, Pipers Creek was neither listed on Washington State’s list
of impaired waters nor on the water-quality-limited list. Nevertheless, a fecal coliform
TMDL was developed for Pipers Creek based on a detailed Watershed Action Plan
document that outlined control of nonpoint sources of pollution to improve water quality.
The goal is to meet the fecal coliform water quality standard in Pipers Creek which is 50
colonies /100 ml. Evaluation of available monitoring data indicated non-compliance with
the criterion.

2. Goal - Continue the process to integrate, within federal and state laws, the SRF with the
Centennial Clean Water Fund (Centennial) and the federal Clean Water Act Section 319

Nonpoint Source Program (Section 319) to maximize limited state and federal grant and
loan funds in order to improve and protect the water quality of the state of Washington.

Progress - Ecology began to merge the SRF and Centennial programs in 1995 by running the
funding cycles concurrently. In 1997, Ecology integrated the CWA Section 319 funding
cycle with the SRF and Centennial funding cycle. This integrated funding cycle has been
well received by local governments and Indian tribes.

Goal - To continue to develop and implement the SRF program so that financial assistance
for water pollution control needs is available in perpetuity to communities statewide.

Progress - Ecology monitors the SRF program to ensure that the fund is available in
perpetuity. Analysis has shown that the fund will be available in perpetuity providing the
overall interest is at or above the inflation rate. The current inflation rate is 2.15% and the
weighted average interest rate for all loans is 2.24%.

Goal - To provide low-interest loans to local governments for 41 water pollution control
facility projects.

Progress - In SFY 03 Ecology signed loan agreements with local governments to help finance
29 water pollution control facilities projects. The following Figure 2 shows the number of
agreements and the type of projects.

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Progress - Ecology signed seven loan agreement with a local government to finance a
nonpoint source pollution control project.

6. Goal - To provide six low-interest loans to local governments to refinance debt obligations
for municipally-owned water pollution control facilities.

Progress - Ecology signed nine loan agreements with local governments to refinance debt
obligations for municipally-owned water pollution control facilities.

7. Goal - To administer the SRF program and provide technical and financial assistance to loan
recipients and potential applicants.

Progress - Ecology continues to administer the SRF program and provide technical and
financial assistance to SRF recipients and potential applicants. Ecology's financial and
project managers work closely with all recipients to help ensure water quality is improved
and protected in the most cost-effective manner.

8. Goal - To continue working with EPA in implementing the SRF and to develop the SFY 04
Intended Use Plan (IUP) and capitalization grant agreement.

Progress - Ecology submitted the SFY 04 SRF IUP to EPA in August 2003 for capitalization
grant approval.

B. Long-Term Goals and Progress

1. Goal - To integrate, to the greatest extent possible, the SRF with the Centennial Clean Water
Fund (Centennial), and the federal Clean Water Act Section 319 Nonpoint Source Program
(Section 319) to maximize limited state and federal grant and loan funds to improve and
protect the water quality of the state of Washington.

Progress - SFY 03 marked the seventh year that Ecology has used an integrated approach in
offering financial assistance to local governments and Indian tribes. This integrated
approach includes administering the SRF, Centennial, and Section 319 programs funding
cycles concurrently and leveraging funds together within the laws and limitations
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established by state and federal law. The integrated funding cycle has been well received by
local governments and Indian tribes. It can provide applicants with a full funding package
for their water quality projects. Ecology plans on using the integrated approach for future
funding cycles.

Benefits of a combined funding cycle include:

e Cost savings.

A single application for the three programs.

One evaluation and selection process for all projects.
Offer lists published in a single volume.

Separate funding lists for the three programs.

e Merge/leverage limited funds.

e Simplified and streamlined the funding cycle process.

The integrated process was recognized by Governor Gary Locke in a 1997 booklet entitled,
“Governing for Results”. The booklet, in part, discusses customer service improvements
accomplished through the merging of funding cycles. In addition, Governor Locke
personally commended Ecology staff who worked on the integrated process as being
innovative and creative.

Goal - To provide financial assistance to communities to achieve compliance with state and
federal water pollution control requirements, implement nonpoint source pollution control
programs, and develop and implement estuary conservation and management programs.

Progress - Ecology has aggressively pursued this goal by developing and implementing the
SRF program to provide financial assistance to communities with water quality problems.
Ecology has actively marketed the program through the development and distribution of a
marketing brochure, a web site for all water quality funding programs, and SRF
presentations at numerous meetings, conferences, and seminars.

In addition, Ecology has reserved, through state regulation, 20 percent of SRF funds for the
implementation of nonpoint source pollution control programs and for the development
and implementation of comprehensive estuary conservation and management programs. In
SFY 03, Ecology signed binding commitments with seven communities in the nonpoint
category.

Through SFY 03, Ecology signed 82 loans for a total of over $49.9 million to help with
nonpoint source pollution. Ecology plans to continue to promote the innovative use of SRF
funds.

Goal - To protect public health and water quality, and to achieve overall improvement and
protection of the environment.

Progress - Ecology continues to refine its rating and ranking process to achieve this goal.

Ecology used a new evaluation process during the SFY 00 funding cycle. This process was
refined for the SFY 03 funding cycle. The process incorporates changes from previous
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funding cycles, suggested by Ecology’s external group, the Water Quality Financial
Assistance Council (Council). The Council is comprised of representatives from many
stakeholder groups, which include loan and grant recipients. The Council reviewed the
previous evaluation and ranking process and identified areas where changes were needed.
Ecology used these recommendations to develop the evaluation system used for the SFY 03
funding cycle.

The categories are:

e Opverall water quality problem and how the problem will be solved or addressed by the
project.

e Specific public health and water quality impairments caused by the problem and
pollution prevention aspects. (Category total: 340 points)

e How the project addresses the water quality problem/ measures of success. (Category
total: 340 points)

e Local initiatives taken to make the proposed project a success. (Category total: 120
points)

e State of Washington or Federal mandates that this proposed project addresses.
(Category total: 100 points)

e Local Priority-Setting Process. (Category total: 100 points)

Ecology evaluated the proposals, assigned points, and used the points to develop a
statewide priority list in numerical order. At their discretion, other state agency staff
involved in water pollution control and public health provided funding recommendations
to Ecology evaluators.

4. Goal - To encourage local governments to develop and implement projects which will
prevent water quality degradation, including wetland protection projects.

Progress - The SRF program can be used to fund those projects that will prevent water
quality deterioration and protect wetlands. In SFY 03, seven loan agreements were
signed with a local governments for approximately $5.9 million, which will protect and
improve the water quality of Washington state.

5. Goal - To assist communities with financial difficulties in meeting required public health
and water quality standards while maintaining the health and perpetuity of the SRF
according to federal law and guidance.

Progress - If a facilities project causes a community financial hardship, Ecology can give

additional hardship assistance so that the project might be more affordable. This
hardship assistance can include extending the term out to twenty years and lowering the
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interest rate to as low as zero percent if needed. We are carefully monitoring our loan
portfolio to ensure the perpetuity of the SRF program.

Financial hardship assistance may be available to loan recipients for the existing
residential need portion of a water pollution control facility construction project if the
project will cause a residential sewer user charge in excess of 1.5 percent of the median
household income.

As shown on Exhibit 1, during SFY 03, eight local governments were offered and have
accepted financial hardship assistance. All loans were executed with a zero percent
interest rate and a twenty year term. Over $20 million was loaned to local governments
that demonstrated financial hardship.

6. Goal - To provide the type and amount of financial assistance most advantageous to
communities, consistent with the long-term health of the fund.

Progress - The terms of SRF financial assistance are established and included in Chapter
8 of the program guidelines.

For SFY 2003, the following terms were offered to applicants:

Repayment Period Interest Rate
Up to five years: 0.5 percent
Six to 20 years: 1.5 Percent

Applicants may be considered for financial hardship terms if their proposed projects would
cause user charges to exceed 1.5 percent of the median household income. If Ecology
determines that financial hardship exists, it may structure SRF agreements with terms to
help keep user charges below the financial hardship level, if possible. Hardship terms may
include lengthening the repayment period to a maximum of 20 years and/or adjusting the
interest rate to as low as 0 percent.

To date, 29.5 percent of the fund has been used for zero percent interest loans. The
majority of the fund has been loaned for longer terms with higher interest rates based on

the Bond Buyers Index. (See Exhibit 14)

7. Goal - To administer the SRF program so that the financial integrity, viability, and
revolving nature are maintained in perpetuity.

Progress - Please see Long-Term Goals and Progress number 6.

IV. DETAILS OF ACCOMPLISHMENTS

A. Fund Financial Status
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1. Binding Commitments

As shown in Exhibit 2, Ecology signed 29 binding commitments for Section 212 projects
in SFY 03 totaling $62,351,910.

In addition to the $62,351,910 described above, Ecology signed seven binding
agreements for $5,950,000 with local governments to help correct nonpoint pollution
problems. These projects were funded in accordance with the goals of Section 319 of the
CWA and are included in the “Washington Water Quality Management Plan to Control
Nonpoint Source Pollution” dated April 2000.

Exhibit 4 shows binding commitments with respect to federal grant payments requested.
The CWA requires that binding commitments for 120 percent of the federal grant
payment be made within one year following the receipt of the federal grant payment.
Exhibit 4 shows that Ecology has met this requirement.

2. Sources of Funds

Exhibit 3 shows the sources of SRF funds by quarter for SFY 03. During the fiscal year,
$28,805,522 in payments were made through increases to the Letter of Credit (LOC).
The state appropriated $5,746,085.11 for the required 20 percent match. There was
$3,402,641.81 of interest earnings on the state match and bond monies, and
$33,092,299.57 from repayments (including principal and interest). In addition,
$456,112.32 was earned through interest on loans during construction.

3. Disbursements and Guarantees

Exhibit 5 shows that during SFY 03 $70,210,465 was disbursed to loan recipients for
projects and to Ecology for program administrative costs.

Exhibit 9 compares the actual and projected disbursements for SFY 03. Over the course
of SFY 03 actual disbursements were greater than projected for all four quarters. It is
extremely difficult to estimate projected disbursements due to readiness to proceed and
unexpected delays by the loan recipient. Ecology will continue to try to be more
accurate in its cash flow projections by working closely with loan recipients.

4. Financial Statements

Exhibits 10 through 12 present the unaudited financial statements for the SRF program,
including a balance sheet, statement of revenues, expenses and changes in fund
balances, and statement of changes in financial position. The statements reflect financial
activity for SFY 03 and SFY 02.

The balance sheet, Exhibit 10, presents the end-of-year balance between the assets of the
fund and the liabilities of the fund, plus the fund equity (i.e., contributed capital plus
the fund balance). The balance sheet shows total assets of $417,962,630.35. These funds
represent total current assets of $146,570,811.28 and loans receivable of $271,391,319.07.
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The total current liabilities of the fund consist of $466,408.40.

The total equity of the fund is $417,496,221.95. This is comprised of contributions from
the federal and state Letter of Credit (LOC) and the fund balance from Exhibit 11. Thus
the total assets equal the sum of the total liabilities and fund equity on the balance sheet.

Exhibit 11 presents the Statement of Revenues and Expenses. On the revenue side, in
SFY 02 the fund was comprised of $3,375,139.02 in interest earned from investments and
$6,650,963.08 in interest earned on loans, for total revenues of $10,026,102.10. The
expenditures of the fund consisted of $1,498,145.31 in program administration costs.
The net fund balance for the year, which will be carried over to next year, was
$78,782,449.12.

This is the ninth year the SRF fund balance has been positive. In past years, a negative
fund balance was expected due to the costs of program administration and the small
amount of actual revenue earned from interest on loans and investments.

The Statement of Cash Flows, Exhibit 12, shows the net cash provided by operating
activities, net cash provided by capital and related financing activities, and net cash used
in investing activities. In SFY 03 there was net cash from operating activities in the
amount of $6,978,160.66, net cash provided by capital and related financing activities in
the amount of $34,601,109.11, and net cash used in investing activities in the amount of
$40,733,774.49. These three numbers equal cash and cash equivalents for the end of the
year of $130,012,394.28.

Ecology believes the financial statements provided in this annual report accurately
reflect the financial condition of the SRF and illustrate the sound management of the
fund by the state of Washington.

5. Credit Risk of the SRF

The SRF loan agreement requires a dedicated source of funds for repayment of the loan.
Dedicated sources of revenue are a general obligation pledge or a revenue pledge. In
addition, in the event of SRF loan default, state law enables Ecology to withhold any
state funds otherwise due to the community and direct that such funds be applied to the
indebtedness and deposited into the SRF account.

B. Financial Assistance Activity
Exhibit 1-3 and Exhibit 7 illustrate the level of financial activity of the fund for SFY 03.
Exhibit 1 details the communities and their respective projects that Ecology signed binding
commitments with in SFY 03. The spreadsheet is separated into three sections: Part 1 lists the
Section 212 Publicly Owned Treatment Works projects; Part 2 lists Section 319 Nonpoint Source

Management projects; and Part 3 shows the binding commitment made to provide for program
administration costs.
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For each project, this exhibit shows the communities served, project number, loan assistance
amount, binding commitment, construction start date, initiation of operation date or project
completion date - which ever occurs first, the type of assistance being provided, and the interest
rate and maturity of all new loans.

Exhibit 2 shows a breakdown of binding commitments by quarter. Exhibit 3 illustrates the
sources of SRF funds for SFY 03 broken down by quarter.

Exhibit 6 shows the SRF assistance amount provided to Section 212 and 319 projects by needs
category.

. Provisions of the Operating Agreement/Conditions of the Grant
Ecology negotiated with EPA and agreed to 22 conditions in the Operating Agreement or Grant
Agreement. Eleven conditions have been met and need no further description and 11

conditions have been met and are more fully described below.

The following 11 conditions have been met as described in the operating agreement or the
capitalization grant agreement:

The following nine conditions have been met as described more fully below:
1. Provide a 20 Percent State Match

The State Treasurer deposited into the SRF a payment that always totaled at least 20
percent of the federal funds on or before the date that the federal funds were deposited.

2. Binding Commitments
As described earlier, Exhibit 4 shows binding commitments with respect to federal grant
payments requested. In SFY 90 - SFY 03, Ecology met the federal binding commitment
requirement.

3. Expeditious and Timely Expenditure

In SFY 03, the state of Washington disbursed all cash draws and other available SRF
funds in a timely and expeditious manner. Exhibit 1, "New Projects Receiving SRF
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Financial Assistance," shows the estimated construction start dates for projects. Ecology
is monitoring the projects to ensure timely initiation of operations or project completions
in accordance with the established schedules.

4. First Use of Funds For Enforceable Requirements
Ecology has met the first use requirement. All National Municipal Policy projects have
been provided funding and have met enforceable requirements of the CWA or are
proceeding in meeting the requirements.

5. Eligible Activities of the SRF
All projects funded were for eligible activities of the SRF.

6. Minority Business Enterprise/ Women Business Enterprise (MBE/WBE) Requirement
All SRF recipients were required to follow MBE/WBE objectives according to federal
and state law. Ecology will comply with the SRF Operating Agreement regarding the
MBE/WBE requirement.

7. Other Federal Authorities
Ecology and all recipients of SRF funds have complied with mandates of applicable
federal requirement authorities. Recipients of SRF assistance agreed to comply as they
signed SRF financial assistance agreements.

8. State Environmental Review Process (SERP)

During SFY 03, Ecology conducted environmental reviews on all Section 212 projects
proposed for funding in accordance with the State Environmental Review Process
(SERP). All Section 212 projects funded were determined to be in compliance with the
SERP.

9. Cash Draw Procedures

Exhibit 5 shows that $70,210,465 was disbursed in SFY 03. It also details the

draws for the federal and state shares and the federal share as a percent of
disbursements.

D. Ecology Loan Tracking System

1. Problem Statement
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The SRF provides low-interest loans to local governments for projects that improve and
protect the State’s water quality. There was no automated system that adequately
tracked the administration of these loans, currently totaling approximately $533 million,
or which provided for timely and accurate reporting of revenue status for short-and
long-term loan program management, or for reporting to policymakers and
stakeholders.

For the past 13 years, loan agreement and financial details were entered and tracked in
several non-integrated systems and paper files. These include Contracts & Grants
Payable, Access databases and Excel spreadsheets in Water Quality and the Fiscal office,
accounts payable paper files, accounts receivable paper files, AFRS (Washington State
general ledger accounting system), Federal Grants Receivable system, Loan
Amortization application, and Accounts Receivable system. Much of the same
information is re-entered five or six times by as many staff. This resulted in difficulties
reconciling conflicting information and a high time/labor cost in retrieval.

As more loans are now entering repayment stage, the need for ready access to accurate,
actual and forecasted loan activity (repayment activity, in particular) has become critical.

The typical life of a loan ranges from five to 20 years. Transaction longevity, and the
need to manage loan funds in perpetuity, make it necessary to develop a solution that
better lends itself to the long-term integrity and retrievability of loan data.

Organization of the Fund

Washington’s Water Pollution Control Revolving Fund (the Fund) was established
pursuant to Title VI of the Federal Water Quality Act of 1987 (the Act). The Act
established the State Revolving Fund (SRF) program to replace the construction grants
program. The SRF provides loans at reduced interest rates to finance the entire cost of
qualified projects for the construction of publicly owned water pollution control
facilities, nonpoint source pollution control projects, and development of estuary
conservation and management plans. Loans made by the Fund must be repaid within
20 years, and all repayments, including interest and principal, must be credited to the
Fund.

The Fund was capitalized by a series of grants from the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) starting in 1989. States are required to provide an additional 20 percent
of the Federal capitalization grant amount as matching funds in order to receive the
grant from EPA. As of June 30, 2003, EPA awarded approximately $342,068 million in
capitalization grants to the State, and the State is required to provide $68,414 million to
the Fund as its matching share. The State match is transferred to the Fund from the
State’s Centennial Clean Water Fund at time of cash draw.

The Fund is administered by the Washington State Department of Ecology (WDOE)
through the Water Quality Program (the Program). The Program’s primary
responsibilities for the SRF include obtaining capitalization grants from EPA, soliciting
potential interested parties, negotiating loan agreements with local communities,
reviewing and approving payment requests from loan recipients, managing the loan
repayments, and conducting inspection and engineering reviews to ensure compliance
with all applicable laws, regulations, and program requirements.

The Fund does not have any full time employees. WDOE charges the Fund for time
spent on SRF activities by its employees, and the Fund reimburses WDOE for such costs
in the following month. The charges include the salaries and benefits of the employees,
as well as indirect costs allocated to the Fund based on direct salary costs. Employees
charging time to the Fund are covered by the benefits available to Washington State
Employees. The Fund is also charged indirect costs through the cost allocation plan for
general state expenses.

The Fund is included in the state of Washington’s general purpose financial statements
as an expendable trust fund, which uses the modified accrual basis of accounting. Due

to differences in reporting methods, there may be differences between the amounts
reported in these financial statements and the general purpose financial statements.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of Accounting

The financial statements for the Fund are presented as a nonexpendable trust fund
which uses the accrual basis of accounting whereby revenues are recorded as earned
and expenses are recorded when the liability is incurred. The State has elected to follow
the accounting pronouncements of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board
(GASB), as well as statements issued by the Financial Accounting Standards Board on or
before November 30, 1989, unless the pronouncements conflict with or contradict GASB
pronouncements.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

All monies of the Fund are deposited with the State Treasurer’s Office and are
considered cash. According to State law, the Treasurer is responsible for maintaining
the cash balances and investing excess cash of the Fund. Consequently, management of
the Fund does not have any control over the investment of the excess cash. The
statement of cash flows considers all funds deposited with the Treasurer to be cash or
cash equivalents, regardless of actual maturities of the underlying investments.

Loans Receivable

WDOE operates the Fund as a direct loan program which makes loans to communities
through funding by the Federal capitalization grant for 83.3 percent of the loan amount,
and funding by State matching for 16.7 percent of the loan amount. Loan funds are
disbursed to the local agencies after they expend funds for the purposes of the loan and
then request reimbursement from the Fund. Interest is calculated from the date the
funds are disbursed. After the final disbursement, the loan amount and repayment
schedule are adjusted for actual funds disbursed and interest accrued during the project
period. No provision for uncollectible accounts has been made as all loans are current,
and management believes that all loans will be repaid according to the loan terms.
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Contributed Capital

In accordance with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP), funds received
from Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Washington State for the
capitalization of the Fund are recorded as contributed capital, as discussed in Note 4.

Reclassifications

Certain amounts in the 2000 unaudited financial statements have been reclassified to
conform to the presentation in the 2003 financial statements.

Loans Receivable

The Fund makes loans to qualified agencies for projects that meet the eligibility
requirements of the Clean Water Act. Loans are financed by capitalization grants, state
matches and revolving funds. The interest rate is established at 60 percent of the Bond
Buyers Index for tax exempt municipal bonds for loans with more than a five year term
but no more than 20 years and 30 percent of the index for loans for up to five years. For
the year ended June 30, 2003, interest rates varied between 0.5 and 1.5 percent. The
Fund also makes zero interest rate loans for communities that can demonstrate financial
hardship on residential ratepayers in the form of sewer user fees. As of June 30, 2003,
the Fund had made 125 zero interest rate loans for approximately $127 million to
communities with severe financial hardship. These numbers do not include recipients
with paid off loans. Loan repayments are required to start one year after project
completion. Details of loans receivable as of June 30, 2003, are summarized below:

The loan amount at completion may not agree with the authorized loan amount plus
capitalized project period interest. Communities may elect to pay capitalized project
period interest separately or add the amount to the final loan amount. Further, the
authorized loan amount is based on estimates, and final project costs may be different
than estimated.

4. Contributed Capital and Fund Balance
The Fund is capitalized by grants from EPA authorized by the Clean Water Act and by
matching funds from the State. All funds drawn are recorded as contributed capital
from the EPA and Washington State. As of June 30, 2003, EPA awarded capitalization
grants of $342,068 to the State, of which $282,148 has been drawn for loans and
administrative expenses. The State has provided matching funds of $56,407. The
following summarizes the capitalization grant awarded, amounts drawn on each grant
as of the balance sheet date, and balances available for future loans:
