For the last five years Omega Pest Management has incorporated Integrated Pest Management (IPM)
techniques to reduce the overall application of toxic chemicals to the environment.  IPM uses
biological, mechanical and cultural pest control method, sometimes in conjunction with the least toxic
chemical control method.  Omega:

• Targets problem areas instead of
treating entire structure to minimize
pesticides in the environment.

• Uses biologically derived and poison-
free products whenever possible

• Uses exclusion barriers and removal of
conductive conditions near structures to
reduce use of pesticides 

• Holds periodic In-house training for
workers about the importance and
proper use of IPM

• Uses manual sprayers to apply products
to control distribution and minimize
spills (1-5 gallon sprayers instead of 25
gallon power sprayers)

• Insures double containment of all liquid
products to prevent spills and waste

• Has strict inventory/accountability of all
products to insure minimal use

• Uses re-refined motor oil in all company
vehicles

• Uses commercial car wash that recycles
wastewater

• Has an aggressive recycling program
which resulted in the production of less
than four bags of garbage last year.

• Reuses rinse water from product
containers to prevent the production and
need to dispose of hazardous waste
