A person shall file single well conformance bonds in the full amount specified in subdivisior (a) of this
rule or file a blanket conformance bond as specified in subdivision (c) of this rule or submit a statement of financial responsibility pursuant
te R 324.210 before the commencement of well completion cperations on any well.

{c) Blanket conformance bonds may be filed as an alternative to single well conformance bonds. If a blanket conformance bond is
utilized, then the permittee shall provide the superviser with a list of wells covered by the blanket conformance bond. A maximum of 100
wells may be covered by a blanket conformance bond. If the permitiee has more than 100 wells in a category, then the additionat wells
may be covered by single well conformance bonds or additional blanket conformance bonds. Blanket conformance bonds shall be filed in
the following amounts, as applicable:

~{} $100,000.00 for wells up to and including 2,000 feet deep, true vertical depth.

{i} $200,00C.00 for wells deeper than 2,000 feet, bul not deeper than 4,000 feet, true vertical depth.
(i) $250,000.00 for wells deeper than 4,000 feet, true vertical depth.

(d) A person shall not be required to file a blanket conformance bond or bonds in an aggregate amount of more than $250,000.00.
When the aggregate amount of the conformance bonds is $250,000.00, the permittee may file 1 blanket conformance bond of
$250,000.00 to cover all of his or her wells.

R 324.213 Cancellation of confermance bonds issued by a surety.

Rufe 213.

(1) A surety company may cancel a conformance bond acquired pursuant to these rutes upon 90 days’ notice to the supervisor of the
effective date of cancellation. Howeaver, the surety company shall retain liability for all violations of the act, these rules, permit conditions,
instructions, or orders of the supervisor that occurred during the time the conformance bond was in effect.

(2) Forty days before the effective date of cancellation, as provided in subrule (1) of this rule, a permittee shall secure a conformance
bond from another surety company authorized to do business in the state of Michigan, deposit cash or other securities, or bring the well to
final completion. Failure to comply with this subrule shall be cause for the immediate suspension of any or all components of the
operations on the well.

(3) A surety company shall remain liable untii the violations have been correctad and the correctlions are accepted by the supervisor
for all violations of the act, these rules, permit conditicns, instructions, or crders of the supervisor that occurred at the well during the time
the conformance bond was in effect before the effective date of cancellation.

R 324.214 Limitation of additional liability of blanket conformance bonds.

Rule 214.

A surety company may refuse to accept lability for additional wells under a blankei conformance bond by giving 10 days' notice by
registered mail to the supervisor. Subject to the provisions of R 324.213, the blanket conformance bond shall continue in full force and
effect as to all other wells covered by the blanket conformance bond for which permits were granted or transferred to the permittee before
the effective date of the notice.

R 324.215 Release of conformance bonds; release of well from blanket conformance bond.

Rule 215.

(1) A conformance bond shall be released or a well shall be releasad from a blanket confermance band, subject to the provisions of
R 324.213, by the supervisor or authorized representative of the supervisor if a permitiee disposes of the well and the permit for the weli
has been fransferred to a new person pursuant to R 324.208(8) cr if the well has been plugged and proper site restoration has been
performed pursuant to R 3241003, including the filing of the mandatory records.

{2} The release of the conformance bond or the release of a well from a blanket conformance bond does not release a permittee from
liability for any violations of the act, these rules, permit conditions, instructions, or orders of the supervisor which occurred during the time
the conformance bond was in effect and which have not been corrected and accepted by the supervisor.

{(3) A conformance bond filed to comply with a permit that has become lerminated shall be released if there is final completion.
