Region I of the ~nGimnmenta1 Pmtcction Agency ("Region"), RupondmS and the North 

& South Rivem Watershed Associatiox& Int., Petitioner, respeclfully submit to f&e Environmental 

Appeals Board ("Board') this Status Report and Joint Motion for Further Stay of the Proceedings 

in the above-nferaced appeal until October 30,2006. 

On January 26,2006, EPA reissued a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System 

("NPDES") No. MA01 01923 ("Pennit"), to the Town of ~ocldkd, Massaohusetts Board 

of Sewer Cornntissionc~s.aurhorizing wastewater discharges from the Rockland Wastewater 

Treatment Plant into the French Satream and establishing effluent limitations, monitoring 

rc'quirments, and other conditions for such discharges. On Mach .I; 2006, the North & South 

~ivers'~atezshed Association ("NSRWA")filcd a petition for review by rhc  oak co~ltesting 

the Permit's cqmplianct schedule, effluent limitations for nutrients, and infiltration/inflow 

control plan The Board directed the Region to submit aresponse by April 21,2006 that 

adddressed,the Petitioner's contentions and whether the Petitioner had satisfied the requirements 

for obtaining review. 



'Ihe parties submitted a Joint Motion for Stay on April 6,2006 in light of ougoing 

settleinat negotiations. On April 10,2006, the Bosrd gmted the particd a stay until June 20, 

2006, on which date the parties were to file a Status Report. The parties have engaged in 

discussions regarding resolution of the appeal, including in-person meetings on April 12 and May 

5,2006 and exchanges of correspondence, 

Through these discussions, the parties have made substantial progress toward achieving 

an agreement in principle on a settlement of the appeal which will address the NSRWA's, 

. concerns. ~ s s u i ~ i n g  such an agreement is r d e q  the settlement will involve a permit 

modification. Accordingly, the parties seek an additianal four (4) month stay of the proceedings, 

This time h e  is based on the need for the parties to reach a tinal agreement, and'then fbr EPA 

to discuss proposed permit changes with the Pennittee, issue a draft permit with a thirty (30) day 

comment period, review comments a d  prepare a response to comments, and issue a final pennit 

modification. 

For the foregoing reasons, the Pariies respectfully request a four (4) month stay of the 

pr&xdings bdoie the Board in ttdr &e untii 06tobet 20,2006. On or before that date, the 

parties,will file a Status Repod with the ~oard'indicating whetha the perrnit modification has 

been finalized and the appeal withdrawn, ot, if not, whether additional t h e  is needed to 

mmpletti the modification or alternativeIy whether a biding schedule should b e  established.
