Please note that after sending my notice of my intcnt to appcér via video conference at
the November 15" status hearing, I was informed by GWA information technology
personnel that our proposcd vidco conferencing cquipment i{ incompatiblc with the
Environmental Appeals Board system. See Exhibit A (c-mai} from GWA. Information
Technology Personnel). T still prefer to participate via video conference, however, as of
this morment I am unaware of any compatible cquipment on ﬁii’uam that I am able to use.

I would appreciate it if the Environmental Appeals Board (“EAB™) could let me know if
they are aware of any such equipment that is available on Guam that I can use for the
hearing. This request is based on the fact that it normally takies a bit over 24 actual hours
to travel to Washington D.C. from Guam and when traveling; back to Guam you lose one
day since Guam is over the International Date Line. Ialso note that 1 have a quarterly
status hearing in the Guam U.S. District Court on November:17, 2010 (Guam date and
time) rclative to the USEPA Stipulated Order. See Exhibit B (Order from U.S. District
Court setting the date for the hearing). In sum, I would probgbly be unable to attend the

hearing on Guam if I had to personally attend the EAB hcan'x*\g on November 15, 2010
Washington D.C.
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To clarify further, it is my experience that flights to Japan or iHawaii that connect with
flights to Guam generally leave early-mid morning and cne epds up arriving in the
afternoon the day after they leave the Continental United States. This means that in order
to catch a flight which arrives on Guam in the afternoon the day prior to the scheduled
hearing on the November 17, 2010, I would have to catch a flight from San Francisco to
either Tokyo or Honolulu on the morning of the November 15, 2010.

I am currently attempting to locatc compatible equipment on buam Se¢ Exhibit C (e-
mail to EPA Region IX attorney Ms. Marcela Von Valcano asking for assistance locating
compatible equipment). In the eventuality I am unable to lochte compatible equipment
on Guam, I intend to try to locate equipment that is compatible in Hawaii or other
locations closer in proximity to Guam. :

Given the problems associated with travelling from Guam, if gcompatihle equipment
cannot be found on Guam, I humbly request that the EAB hearing be postponed until a
later date since it would be impracticable for me 1o attend both the EAB hearing and the
quarterly status hearing on the Stipulated Order. I believe thik issue is very imporiant
GWA and I feel it is essential that GWA be provided an oppdrtunity to appear at the EAB
hearing.
