Platinum Developers (“Respondent”) is a "person," within the
meaning of Section 502(5) of the Clean Water Act (“Act”™), 33 U.S.C.
§1362(5), and 40 C.F.R. §122.2.

Respondent failed to obtain permit coverage in violation of
