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COMBINED COMPLAINT A D 
CONSENT AGREEMENT 

Complainant, United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Regi n 8, and 
Respondent, Lebanon Equity Exchange, by their undersigned representatives, hereb consent and 
agree as follows: 

A_ JURISDICTION 

1. This Combined Complaint and Consent Agreement (consent agreem ot) is issued 
to Lebanon Equity Exchange (Respondent) for a violation of Federa Insect icide, 
Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA) § 12(a)(2)(L), 7 U.S.C. § I 6j(a)(2)(L). 

2. The undersigned EPA officials issue thi s consent agreement under 1 e authority 
vested in the Administrator of EPA by section 14(a)(I) ofFIFRA, 7 .S.C. § 
136/(a)(I). 

3. This section authorizes EPA to bring an action under section 14(a)(1 ofFIFRA,7 
U.S.C. § I 36/(a)(1 ), for civil administrative penalties against Respo dent who has 
vio lated a requirement or prohibition or FIFRA. 

4. This proceeding is subject to EPA's "Consolidated Rules of Practice oveming 
the Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties and the Revocatio or 
Suspension of Penn its," 40 C.F.R. part 22. This consent agreement s entered into 
by the parties for the purpose of simultaneously commencing and eo eluding this 
matter, as authorized by 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b), and executed pursuan to 40 C.F.R. 
§ 22. I 8(b)(2) and (3). 

B. ALLEGED VIOLA nON 

I. Respondent is a "person" within the meaning of section 2(s) of FIF ,7 U.S.C. 
section 136(s), and therefore subject to regulation. 

2. Respondent is a "producer" as defined by section 2(w) of FIFRA, 7 .S.C. section 
I 36(w). 



3. FIFM section 7(c)(I), 7 U.S .c. section 136e(c)(I), requires all regi tered 
pesticide producers to file an annual report" ... of the types and amou ts of 
pesticides and, if applicable, acti ve ingredients used in producing pc ticicles .... " 
Further, regu lations promulgated pursuant to FIFRA section 7 requi such annual 
report to be filed on or before March 1 for the preceding calendar ye r. 40 C.F.R. 
section 167.85(d). 

4. EPA reviewed its records and dctennined that Respondent did not s mit the 
"Pesticide Report for Pesticide-Producing and Device-Producing Es blishments" 
pursuant to section 7 afFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. section 136(e) for calendar year 2010, by 
March 1,201 I. Respondent is therefore in vio lation of section 12(a) 2)(L) of 
FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. section I 36j(a)(2)(L). 

5. Upon consideration of the nature, circumstances, extent and gravity f the 
violation and Respondent 's abi li ty to continue in business, the size 0 

Respondent's business, prior history of compliance, degree of culpaqility, lack of 
economic benefit resulting from the violations, its good faith and imtnediate effort 
to comply once informed of the violations, other matters as justice ay require, 
and upon consideration of the entire record herein, EPA offers this c nsent 
agreement under its expedited enforcement procedures in order to se tIe the 
violation based upon the findings noted above, for the total civil pen Ityamount 
of$I,IOO. 

C. C IVIL PENALTY 

I. The Respondent signing below admits that EPA has jurisdiction ove the subject 
matter alleged in this consent agreement, neither admits nor denies t e specific 
factual allegations contained in this consent agreement, and consent to the 
asscssmcnt of the penalty as stated in section B.S., above. 

2. Respondent consents and agrees to pay a civil penalty in the amount of ONE 
THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED dollars ($ I, I 00.00) in the manner d scribed 
below in thi s paragraph: 

a. Payment is due within 30 calendar days from the date writte on the final 
order, issued by the Regional Judicial Officer that adopts thi consent 
agreement. I f the due date fa lls on a weekend or legal federa holiday, the 
due date is the next business day. The date the payment is m de is 
considered to be the date of the deposit ticket (standard fonn 15) issued 
by the U.S. Bank. Payments must be received by 11 :00 a.m. "astern 
Standard Time to be considered as recei ved that day.

d. In addition, a handling charge of fifteen dollars ($15) hall be 
assessed on the 31 5t day from the date of the final ordfr, and each 
subsequent thirty day period that the debt, or any portton thereof, 
remains unpaid. In addition, a six percent (6%) per a urn penalty 
shall be assessed on any unpaid principal amount if p yment is not 
received within 90 days of the due date (i.e., the 121 s day from the 
date the final order is signed). Payments are first app ied to 
handling charges, 6% penalty interest, late interest, a d any balance 
is then applied to the outstanding principal amount. 

D. TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

I. Respondent waives its right to a hearing before any tribunal , 0 contest any 
issue of law or fact set forth in this consent agreement. 

2. This consent agreement, upon incorporation into a final orde applies to 
and is binding upon EPA and upon Respondent and Respond nt's heirs, 
successors or assigns. Any change in ownership or corporate status of 
Respondent, including, but not limited to, any transfer of ass 1s or real or 
personal property, shall not alter Respondent's responsibilitie under this 
agreement. This consent agreement contains all tenns of the ettlement 
agreed to by the parties.

Nothing in this consent agreement shall be construed as a wa ver by EPA 
of its authority to seek costs or any appropriate penalty assoc ated with any 
collection action instituted as a result of Respondent 's failur to perform 
pursuant to the terms of this consent agreement. 

The undersigned representative of Respondent certifies that e/she is fully 
authorized to cnter into the temlS and conditions for this con ent 
agreement and to bind the party he/she represents to the term and 
conditions of this consent agreement. 

Each party shall bear its own costs and attorneys fees in con celion with 
this matter. 

Respondent has the right to request a hearing on any materia fact or on the 
appropriateness of the penalty contained in this consent agre ment 
pursuant to 40 C.F.R. § 22.15. By signing and returning oftQ.is consent 
agreement to EPA, the Respondent waives the opportunity rdJ a hearing 
pursuant to section 554 of the Administrative Procedure Act, 5 U.S.C. § 
554. 

This consent agreement, upon incorporation into a final ordc by the 
Regional Judicial Officer and full satisfaction by the parties, hall be a 
complete and full resolution of the United States' claim for ci il penalties 
for the specific vio lations alleged in the Complaint. 

Respondent agrees that the penalty shall never be claimed as federal or 
other tax deduction or credit. 

Nothing in thi s consent agreement shall relieve Respondent f the duty to 
comply with FIFRA and its implementing regulations. 

Failure by Respondent to comply with any of the tenus ofth· consent 
agreement shall constitute a breach of the consent agreement nd may 
result in referral of the matter to the Department of Justice fo enforcement 
of thi s agreement and for such other relief as may be appropr ate.
