§ 1302(5). Respondent is responsible  for the alleged  violations
specified in the attached Expedited Scttlement Ofter (1:S0) Worksheet

Findings and  Alleged  Viokations  (“Form™). The Form s
incorporated into this Agreement by reference.

1-PA finds. and Respondent admits. that the FPA has jurisdiction over
this matter pursuant to Scction 309(g) of the Act. 33 US.C. § 1319(g)
40 CFR. Part 22, Respondent neither admit nor deny  the
violations alleged in the Form.

and

Respondent agrees o pay o civil penalty ol $32.680. Respondent
waive the rights to: (1) contest the allegations in the Form: and (2) o
appeal any final order an EPA Regional Judicial Officer may issuce (o
ratify this Agreement (“linal Order™). Prool of payment ol the civil
penalty must accompany this signed copy of the Expedited Settlement
Agreement when itis retumed o EPA,

By signing this Agreement. Respondent certifies that: (1) the alleged
violations listed in the Form have been corrected. and Respondent has
submitted true and accurate documentation to the EPA of such
correction: (2) consistent with - section  162(0(1) of the  Internal
Revenue Code. 260 US.Co § 162(4)( ). Respondent will not deduct
penalties paid under this Agreement lor federal tax purposes: and (3)
Respondent. in accordance with the attached Payment Instructions.
has provided prool” of payment of the civil penalty. with case name
and docket number noted.

This Agreement. upon incorporation into the Final Order and full

satislaction by the parties. shall be a complete and full resolution off

Respondent™ liability for federal civil penalties for the violations of the
Permit and/or Section 301(a) of the Act as alleged in the Form. This
Agreement does not atfeet the right of EPA or the United States to
pursuc appropriate injunctive or other cquitable relict” or criminal
sanctions for any violations of law or to issuc an administrative
compliance order for any uncorrected violations listed in the Form.
Nothing in this Agreement shall relieve Respondent of the duty o

comply with the Act and any regulations. order. or permit issued
pursuant to the Act.

Prior to requesting that an EPA Regional Jfudicial Officer issue the
Final Order. 1XPA will provide public notice of this Agreement and a
reasonable opportunity for the public to comment on it. EPA will
address any comments on the Agreement in accordance with Section
309(2)(4) of the Act. 33 ULS.C.§ 1319(2)(4). and 40 C1R.§ 2245,
