Respondent failed to comply with its Nat ional Pollutaru 
Discharge Elimination System (N PDES) storm water permit 
issued under section 402 of the Act, 33 U.S.C. § 1342. 

EPA finds, and Respondent admits, that Respondent is 
subject to section 30 I (a) of the Act, 33 U.S .c. § l3ll (a), and that 
EPA has jurisdiction over any person who di scharges po llutants 
from a po int source to waters of the United Stales. Respondent 
neither admits nor denies the deficiencies specified in the Fonll. 

EPA is authori zed to enter into thi s Consent Agreement 
and Final Order (Agreement) under the authority vested in the 
Admini strator of EPA by section 309(g)(2)(A) of the Act, 33 
U.S.C. § 1319(g)(2)(A), and by 40 C.F.R. Part 22.13(b). The 
parties enter into this Agreement in o rder to settle the civil 
violation(s) a lleged in this Agreement for a penalty of 
$7,900.00. Respondent consents to the assessment of this 
penalty, and waives the right to: (I) contes1 the finding(s) 
specified in the Form; (2) a hearing pursuant to section 309(g)(2) 
o f the Act, 33 U.S .C. § 13l9(gX2); and (3) appeal pursuant to 
section 309(g)(8), 33 U.S.c. § 1319(g)(8). 

Additionally, Respondent cert ifies, subject to civi l and 
cri minal penalties for mak ing a false statement to the United 
States Government, that any deficiencies identified in the Form 
have been corrected. Respondent shall submit a written report 
with this Agreement detailing the spec ific actions taken to 
correct the violat ions cited herein.

I'UB LIC NOTICE OF PROPOSED EX I'EDITED SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND 
OPPORTUNITY TO COMMENT 

Action : The EPA is providing notice orthe opportunity to comment on a proposed expedited 
sctt lement agreement. The agreement relates to alleged violations or a Clean Water Act (CWA) 
siann water permit at the Shea Garfield County Office Building in Parachute, Colorado which is 
being constructed by GE Johnson Construction Company (GEl). The corporate address orGEJ 
is 25 North Cascade Avenue Suite 400, Colorado Springs, Colorado 80903. 

S ummary: The EPA is authorized by section 309(g)(2) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(g)(2), 
and by 40 C.F.R. §§ 22.13(b) and 22.38, to issue an order assessing a civil administrative penalty 
fo r violations of certain CWA requirements, after providing ( I) an opportunity for the person to 
be assessed the penalty (the respondent) to request a hearing to contest the penalty, and (2) 
notificat ion 10 the public of its rights to submit written comments and to participate in any 
hearing. The deadline for the public to submit comments is forty days after issuance of thi s 
notice. 

The EPA and GEJ have agreed to enter into an expedited sett lement agreement to resolve 
EPA's claims that GEJ violated the requirements li sted below. GEJ has agreed to pay a civil 
penalty of$7,900.00 to resolve its civil penalty liability for these claims. Pursuant to section 
309(g)(4) of the CWA, the EPA hereby notifies the public of the opportunity to comment on this 
proposed penalty assessment.

Alleged vio lations: (1) Fai lure to conduct required self-inspections from April 30, 2012 
to the date or EPA's inspection on July 18,2012, (2) Failure to maintain a complete 
storm water management plan, (3) Failure to maintain an up-to-date storm water 
management plan and site map. and (4) Failure to maintain best management practices to 
minimize discharges of sediment and other pollutants into waters of the United States.
