This is the third leHer notifying you of noncompl iance with two administrative orders issued by the U.S. 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under the Safe Drinking Water Act (S DWA). 42 U.S.C. § 300f 
et seq. Specifically, yO li were served with an Administrative Order (Order) dated May 20, 2010, and a 
subsequent Order dated July 28, 2011. Both Orders require you, as owner and/or operator of Bryan's 
Place Public Water System (System). to comply with various drinking water regulations issued by EPA 
to protect the health of persons served by the System. Your noncompliance with the 2010 Order already 
resulted in a complaint for penalty and the issuance of a Default Order by the presiding officer, ordering 
you to pay a penalty of $1 ,200 in addition to interest and late fees. You must comply immediately with 
the Orders to prevent this matter from further escalating, including a referral to the U.S. Department of 
Justice andlor the assessment of additional civil penalties. 

Our records indicate that you (Respondent) arc in violation of the 20 I 0 Order. Among other things, 
the 2010 Order included the following requirements (quoted from item 10 on page 2 of the Order): 

Respondent shall monitor the system's water quarterly for total colifonn bacteria, as 
required by 40 C. F.R. § 141.21. Respondent shall report analytical results 10 EPA within 
the first 10 days following the month in which sample results were received, as required by 
40 C.F.R. § 141.31 (a). Respondent shall report any violation of the total coliform monitoring 
requirements to EPA wi thin 10 days of discovery, as required by 40 C.F.R. § 141.21 (g)(2). 

EPA has not received total colifonn analyt ical results for the 2nd (Apri l.June) and 3rd (July-September) 
quarters of20 11. You also failed to report these violations to EPA. 

Our records also indicate that you (Respondent) are in vio lation of the 2011 Order. Among other things, 
the 2011 Order included the following requirements (quoted from items 9 and 10 on page 2 of the 
Order): 



1. Within 10 days after receipt of this Order, Respondent shall consult with EPA regarding 
appropriate corrective actions for addressing the following significant deficiencies AND 
submit a written corrective action plan and schedule to EPA. 40 C.F. R. § 141.403 (a). 

a) Well #1 is improperly const ructed. The cas ing mllst be extended a minimum of 18 
inches above ground level or a sump pump installed to prevent any system leaks from 
filling the vault with water above the casing. b) Lack of an Emergency Response Plan 
that outlines what action will be taken by whom during an emergency situation. 

2. Within 30 days after receipt of this Order, Respondent shall complete the appropriate 
corrective actions identified in paragraph 9 above, as required by 40 C.F.R. § 141.403(a). 
The Wyoming Department of Environmental Quality has regulatory and pennitting 
requirements that may need to be addressed prior to modifying the system. 

EPA has not been consulted regarding corrective actions for addressing the significant deficiencies 
nor has EPA been notified that the corrective actions have been completed. You also failed to report 
these violations to EPA Attempts to reach you by phone to discuss the situation have been unsuccessful 
despite a phone call from Judy Nix on your behalfin February 2011 responding to the complaint. 

EPA is considering additional enforcement action as a result of your noncomp liance with both Orders. 
Violating an Administrative Order may lead to (1) a penalty of up to $37,500 per day per violation of the 
Order, and/or (2) a court injunction ordering compliance.
