EPA found that the Respondent had violated regulations
implcmcnting Section 112(1') of the Act by failing to comply with the regulations, as more fully alleged in the attached
RISK MANAGEMENT PROGRAM, INSPECTION FINDINGS, ALLEGED VIOLATIONS AND PROPOSED
PENA LTY SHEET (FORM), which is hereby incorporated by reference.

Respondent neither admits nor denies the allegations set forth in the attached Risk Management Program, Inspection
I'inelings, Allcged Violations and Proposed Penolty Sheet, but agrees that jurisdiction has been established for this
Penalty Action. Also, upon EPA final approval of the Expedited Penalty Action, Respondent expressly waives its right to
ellnlest the allegations, to a hearing under Section] 13(d)(2)(A) of the Act, 42 U.s.C. § 7413(d)(2)(A), and to appeal this
Ordcr under Section 113 (d)(4) of the Act, 42 USc. §7413(d)(4). Moreover, in entering into this Consent Agreement,
the Respondent agrees to bear its own costs and attorney's fees related to this Expedited Penalty Action.
