Compléinant, United States Environmental Protcction Agency-
Region 8, and Respondent, Big Valley & Crossed Arrows Improvement
District, by their undersigned representatives, hexeby consent and
agree as follows:

1. Or 3eptember 27, 2007, Complainant issued a Complainl to
Respondent in this matter alleging certain violations of the Safe
Drinking Water Act (SDWA) and its implementing regulal_ons. The
Complaint proposed a civil penalty of $1,977.41 for the violatinns
alleged therein.

2. Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegal ions, and neither
admits nor denies the remaining allegatiocns, of the Complaint.
Respondent waives its right to contest any allegatinns at a hearing or
.at a civil proceeding in connection with the enforcement of the Final
Order incorporating this Consent Agreement.

3. Within 30 calendar days of receipt of a fully-executed
Consent Agreement in this matter, Respondent shall pay a civil penalty
in the amount of ONE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED FIETY DOLLARS ($1,250) by
remitting a cashier’s or certified check for that amount, payable to

4. 1If Respondeni fails to pay the amount specified in
aragraph 3 by the due date spec!fied in that Paragraph, the entire
proposed peoalty of ONE THOUSAND NINE HUNDRED SEVENTY-SEVEN DOLLARS
AND 41 CENTS ($1,977.41) shall immediately become due and owing by
Respondent. Furtliermore, interest on the entire proposed penalty cf
ONF THOUSAND NINE HUNDRED SEVENTY-SEVEN DOLLARS AND 41 CENTS
($1,977.41) shull accrue at the rafe established by the Secretary of
tiie Treasu:y pursuant to 3. 0.S.C. § 3717. A late payment charge of
ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100) shall be imposed upon Respondent after the
first 30 days that a payment, or any portion thereof, is overdue,

with an additional charge of FIFTY DOLLARS ($50) imposed for each

subseguent 30-day period until the payment due is received.



In additicn, a 6% per annum penalty shall be applied on
any principal amount not paid within 90 days of the due date.

5. Respondent understands that failure to comply with any
of the terms of this Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into
a Final Order, constitutes a breach of the Agreement and Order and may
result in referral of the matter to the United States Department of
Justice for enforcement of the Agreement, and for such other relisf
as is deemed appropriate.

6. The parties agree to submit this Consent Agreement to the
Regional Judicial Oifficer with a request that it be incorporated into
a Final Order.

7. This Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a Final Order
by the Reugional Judicial Officer and full satisfaction by the parties,
shall be a complete and full settlement of the specific violations
alleged in the Complaint in this matter. Upon full satisfaction by
Respondent, Complainant hereby releases, covenants not to sue, and
agrees not Lo seek further civil or administralive penalties for the
specific violations alleged in the Complaint. ©Nothing in this
Agreement shal!l be construed as a release or a covenant not to suc for
any claim or cause of action for any criminal liabilily.

8. This Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a Final Orde:
by the Regional Judicial Officer, applies to and is5 binding upon :PA
and Respondent, and Respondent's successors and assigns. Any change
in ownershfp or organizational status of Respondent including, but not
limited to, any transfer of assets or real or personal property shall

not alter Respondent’s obligations under this Agreement. This



Agreement contains all of the terms of the settlement agreed to by
the parties.

@, Nothing in :his Consent Agrecment snal. relieve Respondent of
the duty to comply will. the Safe Drinking Wator Act, its implementing
regulations, and other environme:tal laws.

10. Responden: agrees that the penalties paiu pursuant to this
Consent Agreement are not deductible for federal tax purposes under
28 V.8.c. & NE24E) -

11. The parties agree to bear their own costs and atterney fees.

12. The undersigned representative of each party to this Consent
