The purpose of this letler is to elose oul the EPA Field Adm in istrative Order that was issued to 
Oilco Transportation. Inc., on September 8. 20 11, This Field Administmlive Order was issued in 
response to the diesel spill that took place on August 27, 20 11, when a vehicle hauling diesel fuel crashed 
and rolled over on Highway 6, resulting in a discharge of diesel to Clear Creek. 

The Field Administrative Order covered work to be performed during the emergency response 
pha.'ie of the gasoline spill . No furt her work or reports are requ ired to be performed or subm itted to EPA 
pursuant to this Field Admin istrative Order. Any subsequent work or monitoring will continue to be 
under the authority of the Colorado Dep.1rtnlent of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE). Colorado 
Dcpamncnt of Transportation (COO1), and the United States Forest Service. 

Although no further work or reports arc required 10 be performed or submitted to EPA pursuant to 
the f ield Administrat ive Order, EPA may take furthe r action, as appropriate, and as authorized in section 
3 I I of the Clean Water Act or other legal authority. including seeking penalties for the Augusl 27. 2011. 
diesel discharge.
