Over the last 30 days, the parties have discussed the details of a 

SEP proposed by Respondent that would improve water quality and enhance habitat within the 

watershed basin where the alleged violations had occlllTed. Because Respondent's proposed SEP 

is a part of a lru·ger wetland enhancement project sponsored by the local soil and water 

conservation district, the pruties required further detailed infonnation from the local soil and 

water conservation district in order to accurately assess the value of the proposed SEP. 
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Compl.ainant J:eCeived detailed Information cLesc:ribing the SEP last week and i5 cummtly 

calculating the credit that can be given for the SEP. Aftoor coml'letiug these calculatiollS, further 

negotiariOlls with Respondcmt will be needed to reach final senl=ent. 

Therefore, the parties request that the time to file a CAPO be extended by 30 days to 

Junc 15, 2003.to allow the parties to reacb final settlement.Qhbis-Illlltter. ------
