On October, 23 2007, an authorized representative of the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) conducied an inspection of
Respondent’s facility known as Robert C. Peoples, Ine. at 2750 Wrangle Hill Road in Bear, DE to determine compliance with the Oil Polintion
Preventionregulations promulgated at 40 CFR Part 112 under Section 311(j) of the Clean Water Act, as amended, (33 U.5.C. §1321(})), (the “Act™).
The EP A representative found that Respondent hiad violated the regulations by failing to comply with the specific regulatory requirements noted
on the attached OIL POLLUTION PREVENTION INSPECTION FINDINGS, ALLEGED VIOLATIONS AND PROPOSED PENALTY FORM
(the “Form™), which is hereby incorporated by reference.

The parties enter into this Expedited Penalty Action to settle the civil violations set forth above for a penalty of $1,200.00. This Expedited Penalty
Action commences and concludes this action pursuant to Sections 22.13(k), and 22.18(b)(2), and (3) of the Consolidated Rules of Practice
Governing the Administrative Assessment of Penalties and the Revocation/Termination or Suspension of Permits (Consolidated Rules of Practice),
40 CFR §§ 22.13(b), and 22.18(b){2), and (3). This [xpedited Penalty Action and Consent Agreement is being entered into by the United States
Environmental Protection Agency, Region III (EPA), by its duly delegated official, the Director, Hazardous Site Cleanup Divisicn, and by
Respondent pursuant to Section 311(b)(6)(B)(i) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. §1321(b)(6)(B)(3), and by 40 CFR § 22.13(b).

The settlement is subject to the following terms and conditions.

EPA hereby finds the Respondent is subject to the Oil Pollmion Prevention regulations and has violated the regulations as further described in
the Form. '

The Respondent consents to the assessment of the penalty stated above. Respondent certifies, subject to civil and criminal penalties for making
a false statement to the United States Government, that the violations set forth in the Oil Pollution Prevention Inspection Findings, Alleged
Violations and Proposed Penalty Form have been corrected. The Respondent agrees that it shall, within 15 calendar days of receipt of an
executed copy of this Expedited Penalty Action, make payment of $1,200.00 in one of two forms: 1) electronic funds transfer (EFT) or 2) a
cashier’s check or certified check payable to the “Environmental Protection Agency”, with the Docket Number, located at the top right-hand
comer of the Expedited Penalty Action, and “*Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund - 311" referenced on the check.

Further, EPA reserves any rights and remedics available to it under the Act,
the regulations promulgated thercunder, and any other federal laws or regulations for which EPA has jurisdiction, to enforce the provisions of
this Expedited Penalty Action, following its filing with the Regional Hearing Clerk. i

EP A specifically reserves the right, without limitation, to any of the rights reserved herein, to bring any administrative, civil, or criminal action
seeking imposition of further civil penalties, criminal sanctions, and/or injunctive relief in the event Respondent fails to correct the violations
identified in the Form within the time allowed for in this Expedited Penalty Action. 1

311(b)(6)(G)(1) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. §1321(b)(6)(G)(i). Moreover, in entering into this Consent Agreement the Respondent agrecs to bear its
own costs and attorney's fees related to this Expedited Penalty Action. |
