Oclober 1. 2009 NOV:

Failure 1o monitor for pesticide/herbicide organic contaminants, Canyon Road well, 2005 - 1*
quarter 2009, The Canyon Road well was sampled for pesticidesherbicide organic
contaminants on June 3, 2009. The previous violations for all of the failure to monitor
pesticide/herbicide organic contaminants have retumed to compliance. The June 3, 2000
sample is enclosed.

Failure to monitor for volatile organic contaminants, Group 45, 2002-2007. This sampling
station was last sampled for volatile organics in 2000. and it is a sample that is required to be
done every six years. Prior to January 2009 all systems in Utah were not on the EPA
Standardized Monitoring Framework (SMF) and as a result of that this samphing station was
required to sample for volatile organic contaminants again by December 31, 2011, In January
2009 Utah moved all sampling to match the SMF and this volatile organic contaminants
sample became due by December 31, 2007. Qur water systems cannot go back in time to
accommeodate the SMF, so we have asked all sysitems 1o become current with the SMF dates
by December 31, 2009. Therefore, this is not a violation for this system or any other system in
Utah that has encountered the same circumstance due to cur adjustment to fir the SMF.

The
Evergreen well was sampled for volatile organic contaminants on April 9, 2008. The previous
viotaticns for all of the failure to monitor volatile organic contaminants have returned to
compliance.

The Springville €' water
svstem’s curremt operator met with our aff in the first quarter of 2009 o Ji :u.s the
mionitorr ¢ violatic . and prepare a plan to - = und retumn to compliance.
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The Division of Drinking Water will not commence enfercement action concerning this system because 12
of the 14 violations listed in the NOV are no longer valid. We recommend that EPA not issue an
administrative order for a water system that has returned to compliance and 15 working with the Division of
Drinking Water to stay in compliance.
