CONSENT AGREEMENT 

Complainant, United States Environmental Protection Agency, Region 8 (EPA), and 

Respondent, Simpson Motorcars, LTD, d/b/a Simpson Honda (Respondent), hereby consent and 

agree as fo llows: 

FACTUAL AND PROCEDURAL BACKGROUND 

I . On September 28, 20 12, Complainant issued a Complaint and NOI ice of 

Opportunity for Hearing (Complaint) alleging certain violations of section 1423(c) of the Public 

Hea lth Service Act, a lso known as the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA or the Act). 42 U.S.c. 

§ 300h-2(e). Specificall y, the Complaint cites Respondent for exceeding pennit limits 

(MTS0985-06598) for antimony, copper, iron, lead, and zinc; for fa iling to notify the EPA of the 

exceedance as required by Respondent' s permit; and for failing to submit to the EPA a sampling 

analysis report by its due date as required by Respondent's perm it. The Complaint proposes a 

civil penalty fo r the violations a lleged thercin, 

2. Respondent admits the jurisdictional al legations of the Complaint and neither 

admits nor denies the spccific factual allegations o f the Complaint. 

3. Respondent waives its ri ghlto a hearing before any tribunal to contest any 

issue o f law or fact set fo rth in the Complaint or the Consent Agreement. 



4. This Consent Agreement contains alltcnns of the settlement agreed to by the 

Complainant and the Respondent (hereaftcr rc ferred to col lecti ve ly as "the parties") . Upon 

incorpora tion into a final order, this Consent Agreement applies to and is binding upon EPA and 

upon Respondent and Respondent's successors or ass igns. Any c hange in ownership or 

corporalC status of Respondent. inc luding, but not limited to, any transfer of assets or real or 

personal property, shall not alter Respondent's responsibilities under thi s agreement. 

5. Pursuant to section 1423(c)(4)(B) of the Act, 42 U.S.c.§ 300h-2(c)(4)(B), taking 

into account the nature, circumstances, extent and gravity of the violations; any economic benefit 

or savings gained resulting from the vio lations: Respondent 's history of such violat ions; 

Respondent 's cu lpability for the violations; Respondent' s good·faith efforts to comply with 

applicab le requirements; the economic impact o f the penalty on the Respondent; and other 

factors that justice may require. EPA has detennined that an appropriate civi l penalty to senle 

this action is in the amount of Seven·Thousand One Hundred And Twenty Dollars ($7,120.00). 

TERMS OF SETTLEMENT 

6. Respondent consents to the issuance of the Consent Agreement and consents to 

the payment of a civil penahy in the amount of $7, 120 in the manner described below: 

a. Payment is due within 30 calendar days from the date written on the Final 
Order, issued by the Regional Judicial Officer that adopts this consent 
agreement . If the due date falls on a weekend or legal federal holiday, the due 
date is the next business day. The date the payment is made is considered to 
be the date of the depos it ticket (standard fonn 215) issued by the US Bank. 
Payments must be received by II :00 a.m. Eastern Standard Time to be 
considered as received that day. 

b. The payment shall be made by remitting a cashier's or certified check, 
referencing the name and docket number of thi s case fo r this amount, 
payable to " Environmental Protection Agency," to:

c. [n the event payment is not received by the specified due date, interest 
accrues from the date o f the Fina l Order, not the payment due date, at a 
rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 
3717, and wi ll conti nue to accrue until the payment is received in full (i.e. , 
on the l SI late day of the first payment, 30 days of interest accrues; interest 
will accrue back to the Final Order date to the date of receipt for any 
subsequent late installment payments). 

d. In addition to the accrual of interest specified in paragraph 6(c) of this 
Agreement, a handling charge of fifteen dollars ($15.00) shall be assessed 
on the 31 st day from the date of the Final Order, and each subsequent 30-

day period that the penalty, or any portion thcreof, remains unpaid. In 
add ition, a six percent (6%) per annum penalty sha ll be assessed on any 
unpaid principal amount if any penalty payment is not received within 90 
days of the due date. Payments are firs t applied to outstanding handling 
charges, 6% penalty interest, and late inte rest. The remainder is then 
applied to the outstanding principal amount. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

7. This Consent Agreement shall not relieve Respondent o f its obl igation to comply 

with the Act and its implementing regulations. 

8. Nothing in this Consent Agreement shall be construed as a waiver by the EPA o f 

its authority to seek costs or any appropriatc pena lty associated with any coll ecti on action 

instituted as a result of Respondent's failure to perfonn pursuant to the tenns of the Consent 

Agreement. 

9. The undersigned representative for Respondent certifies that he/she is fu lly 

authorized to enter into the tenns and conditions for thi s Consent Agreement and to bind 

Respondent to the tenns and conditions o f this Consent Agreement. 

10. The parties agree to submit thi s Consent Agreement to the presiding officer with a 

request that it be incorporated into a final order. 

II . Each party shall bear its own costs and attorney fees in connection with this 

matter. 

12. Failure by Respondent to comply with any of the tenns of the Consent Agreement 

shall constitute a breach of the agreement and may result in referral of the matter to the 

Department o f Justice for enforcement of the Consent Agreement and for such other relie f as 

may be appropriate in federa l district court. 

13. Respondent agrees that the penalty shall never be claimed as a Federal or other 

tax deduction or c redit. 
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14. The Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a final order by the presiding 

officer and full satisfaction by the panics, shall be a complete and full civi l settlement of the 

specific violations alleged in the Complaint.
