Mot. at I. Moreover, Respondent states that opposing 
counsel was contacted and does not object to this Motion. Mot. at 2. 

Throughout this proceeding to date, the parties have maintained that they have reached 
agreement on a settlement in principle and are working to finalize a Consent Agreement. The 
requested extensions are unopposed and of short duration. Therefore, for good cause shown in 
accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 22.7(b), the Motion is hereby GRANTED. 

Accordingly, if necessary, Respondent shall file its Answer to the Amended Complaint by 
September 6, 2013. The parties shall file a fully executed Consent Agreement and Final Order 
by September 13, 2013. Further, if necessary, the parties shall file prehearing exchanges in 
seriatim, pursuant to the following schedule: 

September 13, 2013 Complainant's Initial Prehearing Exchange 

October 4, 2013 Respondent's Prehearing Exchange 

October 18, 2013 Complainant' s Rebuttal Prehearing Exchange
