This Expedited Scettlement Agreement (ESA) is being entered into by the United States Environmenta)
Protection Agency (FI'A), Reglon 6, by its duly delegated official, the Director, Superfimd Division, and by
Respondent pursuant to Section 113{a)(3) and (d) of the Clean Air Act {the Act), 42 U.S.C, § 7A136)(3) and {d),

pursuant to Section [13(d)(1} ot the Act, 42 U.S.C. §7413(d){ 1), to pursue this administrative enforcement action.

On September 23, 2009, an authorized representative of the EPA conducted a compliance mspection of the
subject facility (Respondent) to determine compliance with the Risk Management Plan (RMP) regulations
promulgated at 40 CF.R. Part 68 under Scetion 112(r) of the Act. FPA found that the Respondent had violated
regulations irpletucoting Sectionl 12(r) of the Act by 1ailing 10 comply with the regulations as noted on the sttached
RISK MANAGEMENT PLAN INSPLCTION FINDINGS, ALLEGED VIOLATIONS AND PROPOSED
FENALTY SEHEET ("FORM™), which is hereby incorporated by reference.
