COMBINliD COMPLAINT AND
CONSENT AGR.EEMENT

Complaimmt. United States Environmental Protection Agency ("liI'A''), Region 8, and
Respondent, Dakota Mill & Grain. Inc., by their undersigned representatives, hereby consent and
agree as follows:

A. JURISDICTION

I. This Combined Complaint and Consent Agreement ("'consent agreement") is
issued to Dakota Mill & Grain, Inc. ("'Respondent") for a violation of FIFRA §
12(a)(2)(L),7 U.S.c. § I36j(a)(2)(L).

2. The undersigned EPA officials issue this consent agreement under the authority
vested in the Administrator of EPA by section 14(a)(I) ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.c. §
I36/(a)( I).

3. This section authorizes EPA to bring an action under scction 14(a)(I) of FIFRA. 7
LJ .S.c. § 136/(a)( I), for civil administrative penalties against Respondent who has
violated a requirement or prohibition of FIFRA.

4. This proceeding is subject to liPA's "Consolidated Rules of Practice Governing
thc Administrative Asscssment of Civil Penalties and the Revocation or
Suspension or Permits," 40 C.F.R. part 22. This consent agreement is entered into
by the parties for the purpose of simultaneously commencing and concluding this
malter. a~ authorized by 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b), and executed pursuant to 40 C.F.R.
§ 22.18(b)(2) and (3).

B. ALU~C~~O VIOLATION

I. Respondent is a "person" within thc meaning or scction 2(s) or FIFRA, 7 U.S.C.
section I36(s), and therelore subject to regulation.

2. Respondent is a "producer" as delined by section 2(w) or FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. section
136(w).



3. FIFRA scction 7(c)(I). 7 U.S.C. scction I36c(c)( I), rcquircs all rcgistcrcd
pcsticide produccrs to file an annual rcport "...orthc types and amounts of
pcsticides and, irapplieablc. activc ingredicnts used in producing pcsticidcs.... "
Further. regulations promulgatcd pursuant to FIFRA section 7 require such annual
report to be filed on or bcforc March I lor thc prcccding calendar·year. 40 C.F.R.
section I 67.85(d).

4. EPA reviewed its rccords and dctcrmined that Rcspondcnt did not submitthc
"Pcsticidc Report lor Pesticidc-Producing and Deviec-Producing Establishmellls"
pursuant to section 01'7 FIFRA, 7 U.S.c. section 136(e) for calendar ycar 2008. by
March 1,2009. Respondcnt is therefore in violation of section 12(a)(2)(L) of
FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. scction I36j(a)(2)(L).

5. Upon considcration of the nature, circulllstances, extent and gravity of the
violation and Respondcnt's ability to conlinue in business, the size of
Respondcnt's business, prior history of compliance. degree of culpability. laek of
economic benelit resulting from the violations. its good faith and immediate effort
to comply once informed of the violations, other matters asjustice may require,
and upon consideration of the entire record herein, lOPA offers this eonsenl
agrcementunder its expeditcd cnforcement procedures in order to settle thc
violation based upon the findings noted above, for thc total civil penalty amount
01'$880.

C. CIVIL I'I£NALTY

I. The Respondcnt signing bclow admits that EPA has jurisdiction over the subjcct
maner allcgcd in this conscnt agrccment, ncither admits nor denies the specific
factual allegations contained in this consent agreement, and consents to the
asscssment of lhe penalty as stated in seclion 13.5., above.

2. Respondent eonsents and agrees to pay a civil penalty in the amount of EIGIIT
IIUNDRED EIGIITY dollars ($880.00) in the manner described bclow in this
paragraph:

a. Payment is duc within 30 calendar days fi'om the datc wrillen on the Final
Order. issued by the Regional Judicial Officer that adopts this Consent
Agrecmcnt. II' the due date falls on a weckcnd or legal fcderal holiday, the
duc date is the ncxt busincss day. The date the payment is made is
considered to be the date or the deposit ticket (standard form 215) issued
by the U.S. Bank. Payments must be received by II :00 a.l11. liaslCrn
Standard Time to be eonsidered as received lhat day.

2. This Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a final order. applies to
and is binding upon EPA and upon Respondent and Respondent's heirs,
successors or assigns. Any change in ownership or corporate status of
Respondent. induding. but not limited to. any transfer of assets or real or
personal property, shall not alter Respondent's responsibilities under this
agreement. This Consen( Agreement contains all term of the settlement
agreed to by the parties.
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3. Nothing in this consent agrecment shall be construed as a waiver hy EPA
of its authority to sec~ costs or any appropriate penalty associaled with any
collection action instituted as a result of Respondent's failure to perfonn
pursuant to the terms of this consent agreement.

4. The undersigned representati\e of Respondent certifies that he/she is fully
authorized to enter into the terms and conditions for this consent
agreement and to bind the party he/she represents to the tem1S and
conditions of this consent agreement.

5. Each party shall bear its own eosts and attorneys fees in connection with
this matter.

6. Respondent has the right to request a hearing on any material fact or on the
appropriatencss of the penalty contained in this consent agreement
pursuant to 40 C.1'. R. § 22.15. By signing and returning of lhis consent
agreement to I~PI\. the Respondent waives the opportunity for a hearing
pursuant to section 554 of the Administrative Procedure Act. 5 U.S.C. §
554.

7. This consent agreement, upon incOlvoration into a Final Order by the
Regional Judicial Officer and full satisfaction by the pal1ies, shall be a
complete and full civil settlement of the specific violation alleged in the
consent agreement.

8. Rcspondent agrees that the penalty shallncver be claimed as a federal or
other tax deduction or credit.

9. Nothing in this Consent Agreement shall rclieve Respondent of the dUly to
comply with FIFR.i\ and its implementing regulations.

10. Failure by Respondenllo comply with any of the terms of this Consent
Agreement shall constitute a breach of the consent agreement and may
result in referral of the matter to the Department of Justice for enforcement
of this agreement and for such other rcliefas may be appropriate.
