Complainant, United States Environmental Protection Agency, Region 8 (EPA), and 

Respondent, Stamper Black Hill s Gold Jewelry, Inc. (Respondent), hereby consent and agree as 

follows: 

FACTUAL AND PROCEDURAL BACKGROUND 

1. On September 28, 2012, Complainant issued a Complaint and Notice of 

Opportuni ty for Hearing (Complaint) alleging certain violat ions of section 1423(c) of the Public 

Health Service Act, also known as the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA or the Act). 42 U.S .C. 

§ 300h-2(c). Specifica ll y. the Complai nt cites RespondcllI for exceeding a permit limit and 

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) for chromium and for failing to notify the EPA of the 

exceedance as required by Respondent 's permit (S005635-03282). The Complaint proposes a 

c ivil penalty ror the violations alleged therein. 

2. Respondent admits thejurisciictional all egations orthe Complaint and neither 

admits nor denies the specific ractual allegations orthe Complaint. 

3. Respondent waives its right to a hearing berore any tribunal to contest any 

issue or law or ract set rorth in the Complaint o r the Consent Agreement. 

4. This Consent Agreement contains all terms of the settlcmcnt agreed to by the 

Complainant and the Responden t (hereafter referred to collectively as ·'the parties"). Upon 

incorporation into a fina l order. thi s Consent Agreement applies to and is binding upon EPA and 



upon Respondent and Respondent's successors or assigns. Any change in ownership or 

corporate status of Respondent, including, but not limited to, any transfer of assets or real or 

personal propcrty, shall not alter Rcspondent's responsibili tics undcr this agrccmcnt. 

5. Pursuant to seetion 1423(e)(4)(IJ) of the Aet, 42 U.S.C.§ 300h-2(e)(4)(IJ), taking 

into account the nature~ circumstances, extent and gravity of the violat ions; any economic benefi t 

or savings gained resulting from the vio lations; Respondent's history of such violations; 

Respondent's culpability for the violations; Respondent' s good. faith efforts to comply with 

applicablc requirements; the economic impact of the penalty on the Respondent; and other 

factors that justice may require, EPA has determined that an appropriate civil penalty to settle 

this action is in the amount of Two Thousand Eight Hundred And Eighty Dollars ($2,880). 

TERMS OF SETTLEMENT 

6. Respondent consents to the issuance of the Consent Agreement and consents to 

the paymcnt of the civil penalty cited in paragraph 5 above. Respondent shall pay the civil 

penalty cited in paragraph 5 above by making a total ofthrcc (3) payments as set forth in this 

Consent Agreement. Respondent sha ll make an initial payment in the amount of Nine Hundred 

And Sixty Dollars ($960) in the manner described below: 

a. The first payment is due within 30 calendar days from the date written on the 
Final Order, issued by the Regional Judicial Officer that adopts this consent 
agreement. If the due date falls on a weekend or legal federal holiday, the due 
date is the next business day. The date the payment is made is considered to 
be thc datc of the dcposit ticket (standard form 215) issued by the US Bank. 
Payments must be received by 11 :00 a.m. Eastern Standard Time to be 
considered as received that day_ 

b. The payment sha ll be made by remilling a cashier's or certi fied check, 
referencing the name and docket number of this case for this amount, 
payable to "Environmcntl.ll PI"otcction Agency," to:

c. In the event payment is not received by the specified due date, interest 
accrucs from the date of the Final Order, not the payment due date, at a 
rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 
37 17, and will continuc to accrue until the payment is received in full (i.e. , 
on the I SI late day of the fi rst payment, 30 days of interest accrues; interest 
will accrue back to the Final Order datc to the dale of receipt for any 
subsequent late insta llment payments). 

d. In add ition to the accrua l of interest specified in paragraph 6(c) of th is 
Agreement, a handling charge of fifteen dollars ($15.00) shall be assessed 
on the 31);1 day from the date of the Final Order, and each subsequent 30-
day period that the penalty, or any portion thereof, remains unpaid. In

addition, a six percent (6%) per annum penalty sha ll be assessed on any 
unpaid principal amount ifany penalty payment is not received within 90 
days of the due date. Payments are first app lied to outstanding handling 
charges, 6% penalty interest, and late interest. The remainder is then 
applied to the outstanding principal amount. 

7. Respondent shall make two additional payments, each in the amount of $960 

according to the following schedule and in the same manner as referenced in Paragraph 6 above: 

a. No later than January 15,201 3; and 

b. No latcrthan February 15,2013. 

8. Respondent may pay the full penalty amount any time prior to February 15, 2013, 

without incurring a pre-payment penalty. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

9. This Consent Agreement shall not relieve Respondent of its obligation to comply 

with the Act and its implementing regulations. 

10. Nothing in thi s Consent Agreement shall be construed as a waiver by the EPA of 

its authority to seek costs or any appropriate penalty associated with any collection action 

instituted as a result o f Respondent's failure to perfonn pursuant to the terms of the Consent 

Agreement. 

II . The undersigned representative for Respondent certi fies that helshe is fully 

authorized to enter into the terms and conditions for this Consent Agreement and to bind 

Respondent to the terms and conditions of thi s Consent Agreement. 

12. The parties agree to submit this Consent Agreement to the presiding officer with a 

request that it be incorporated into a final order. 

13. Eaeh party shall bear its own costs and attorney fees in connection with this 

malter. 
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14. Failure by Respondent to comply with any of the terms of the Consent Agreement 

sha ll constitute a breach of the agreement and may result in referral of the matter to the 

Department of Justice for enforcemcnt of the Consent Agrecment and for such other rcliefas 

may be appropriate in federal district court. 

15. Respondent agrces that the pcnalty shall never be claimed as a Federal or other 

tax deduction or credit. 

16. The Consent Agreement, upon incorporation into a tinal orde r by the presid ing 

ofTicer and fu ll satisfaction by the parties, shall bc a complete and full civil settlement of the 

specific violations alleged in the Complaint.
