This is a civil penalty procceding pursuant to Section 16(a) of the Toxic Substances
Contrel Act (TSCA}, 15 UL8.C. § 2615(a), and pursuant to the Consolidated Rules of
Practice Governing Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties and the
Revocation/Termination or Suspension of Permits (Consclidated Rules), 40 CF R, Part
22. Complainant s the Director of the Alr, Pesticides and Tloxics Management Division,
UL S, Eavironmental Protection Agency, Region 4. Respondent is Camilie H. Haggard
LIC d/b/a Pinewood Place Apartments,
Complainant and Respondent have conferred for the purpose of sctilement pursuant to
40 CF.R. § 22.18 and desire to resclve this maiter and scitle the allegations described
herein without a formal hearing, Thorefore, without the taking of any evidence or
testimony, the making of any argument, or the adjudication of arry issue in this matter,

and in accordance with 40 C.FLR. § 22.13(b), this Consent Agreement and Final Order

{CAFO) will simulianeously commence and conclude this matter.
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1. Preluninary Statements
k3 The Administrator of the EPA promuigated regulations at 40 C.F.R. Part 743, Subpart ¥

under the authority of Section 1918 of the Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard
Reduction Act of 1992, 42 U R.C. § 48324, also known as Titde X of the Housing and
Communaity Development Act of 1992, Pursuant to Title X, it is a prohibited act under
Section 409 of TRCA, 153 U.S.C. § 2689, for any person to [ail or refuse to comply with g
provision of Titde X or any rule or order issued under Title X,

4. Pursuant to Section 16 of TSCA, 153 U.S.C. § 2613, the penalty for each violation of Title
X of TSCA shall not exceed 810,000, The Debt Collection Improvement Act of 1996
requires EPA 10 review and adjust penalties, as necessary, for Inflation at least once every
four years. As such, pursuant to the Adjustment of Civil Monctary Penalties for Inflation
Rude, 40 C.F.R, Part 19, the revised maximum penalty for each violation of Title X
aceurring after Yanvary 30, 1997, through January 12, 2009, is $11,060 and for cach
violaion occurring after January 12, 2009, the maximum penalty is $16,000.

3. The authority to rake agtion under Section 16(a) of TSCAL 15 ULE.C, § 2615(a), is vested
in the Admintstrator of EPA. The Administrator of EPA has defogated this authority
under TSCA to FPA Region 4 by EPA Delegation 12-2-A, dated May 11, 1994, The
Regional Administrator, Region 4, has redelegated this awthority to the Director, Air,
Pesticides and Toxies Management Division, by EPA Regiun 4 Delepation 12-2-A,
Pursuant to the aforementioned Delegations, the Director of Alr, Pesticides and Toxics
Magagemen Division has authority to commence an enforcement action 4s the

h. Pursuant to 40 C.FR. § 745.107(2)(2), a Lessor shall disclose to the Lessee(s) the
presence of any known lead-based peint and/or lead-based paint hazards in the target
housing. Respondent failed to disclose 1o the Lessee{s) the presence of any known
fead-based paint in at least one lease.
