On July 30.2012. the U.S. Environmental Protection Agen~,;y (EPA) issued an Administrative Order 
(Ortler), Docket No. SDW A-OH-20 12-0040, ordering the Heart Bulle K-12 Schools School District 
(Respondent) to comply with various regulations issued by the EPA under the Safe Drinking Water Act 
(SDW A). 42 U.S.C. section 300f ct seq. 

Our record<: indil:ate that the Respondent is in violal!on of the Order. The Order included the following 
requirements (quoted from item 16 of the ·'Order" section on page 3 of the Order). 

I. If Respondent's total coliform sample results exceed the maximum contuminantlevel (MCL) 
while this Ortlcr is in effect Respondent shall, within 30 days after learning of this violation, 
provide the EPA with a compliance plan and schedule for the system to come into compliance 
with the MCL for total coliform as stated in 40 C.F.R. * 141.63(a). If the System's water tloe~ 
not comply with the total colifonn MCL as stated in 40 C.F.R. § 141.61, Respondent shall report 
this violation to the EPA hy the end nf the business day after discovering the violation, as 
required by 40 C.F.R. § 141.21 (g)(l ). 

Respond em had a positive total colijonn sample 011 May 13, 2013. The Respond em co/lectnl 5 repeat 
.wmples on May 16, 2013. Four of the }i1•e repeat samples were also positirt for total col~f'orm bactuia, 
which caused the System to exceed the roral coNform. MCL. The Respondent failed to provide EPA with 
a compliance phm and schedule within 30 days of leamin.g of the MCL (by June 30, 20 I 3 ). Respondent 
also failed to rep011 the May 2013 total coliform MCL violation tv th(.' EPA within 10 days after 
di.\·cm·erin.~ the l'ivlation. 

As di~cussed i n a June 28, 2013. email communication between you and Stenna Mereditll, EPA 
.• understands that the School's Board of Trustees has approved the required upgrades to the System
