I. Nature of the Action

1. This is a civil penalty procecding pursuant to Section 14(a) of the Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act, 7 US.CL § 136/4a) (FIFRA), as amended, and pursuant
to the Consolidated Rules of Practice Governing Admimsistrative Assessment of Civil
Penalties and the Revocation/Iermination or Suspension of Permits (Consolidated
Rules), 40 C.F.R. Part 22, Complainant is the Director of the Air, Pesticides, and Toxics
Management Division, United States nvironmental Protection Agency, Region 4 (EPA).

Respondent is Sentinel Industries, Ing. &/b/z Original 7, Inc.

Complainant and Respondent have conferred for the purpose of settlement pursuant to
40 CF R, § 2218 and desire 1o resolve this matter und settle the allegations described
herein without a formal hearing. Therefore. without the taking of any evidence or
lestimony, the making of any argament, or the adjudication of any igsoe i this matter,
and in accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b), this Comsent Agreement and Final Order

L Specific Allegations
On or about June 30, 2009, un authotized representative of the FPA conducted an
inspection at Respondent’s Lucility located ut 849 Pickens Industrial Drive, Suite 6,
Marietta, Georgla.
During the afbrementioned inspection, three unregistered products were identified as
being sold by the Respondent, including Black Algae Buster, Mustard Buster, and Tile
Hrite,
Bisck Algae Buster, Mustard Buster and Tiie Brite are pesticides as defined in

Section 2(u} of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 138{0), which inchades any substance or mixture of

substances imended for preventing, destroving, repelling, or mitigating any pest.
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A pest is defined in Section 2(0) of FIFRA, 7 UKL, § 136(1), as any insect, rodent,
nematode, fungus, weed, or any other form of terrestrial or aquatic plant or animal Life or
virus, bacteria, or other micro-organism {excent viruses, bacteria, or other

microorgantsms on o m living man or other living animails) which the Adminisirator

declares 10 be 4 pest under Section 231y of FIFRA, 7 1UL8.C. § 136w{c){1).

Respondent “distributes or sells” pesticides. The term “to distribute or sell” as defined by

Section 2(gyg) of FIFRA, 7 U.L.C. § 136(gg), includes to distribute, sell, offer for sale,
held for distribution, hold for sale, held for shipment, ship, deliver for shipment, or
releasc for shipment.

According to Section 3 of FIFRA, pesttcides that are sold and distributed in the United
States arc required o be registered with the EPAL

At the time of the inspection, Black Algae Buster, Mustard Buster, and Tile Brite were
not registercd as pesticides with EPA.

Under Section 12(a)(1¥A) of FIFRA, 7 UK.C. § 138ia)(1 XA}, it is untawfu] for any
person to distribute or sell to any person any pesticide that is not registered under
Section 3 of FIFRA,

Respondent violated Section 1262)(13A) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 1361 {ai1)(A}, and is
therefore subject to the assessment of ¢ivil penaltics under Section 14 of FIFRA,
TUBC § 1364

Section 14(a} of FIFRA, 7 U.B.C. § 136/}, in conjunction with the Debt Collection

Improvement Act of 1996, authorizes the assessment of a ¢ivil penalty.

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Saction 14{a)¥4) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136#{a)4), requires EPA (o consider the
appropriatcness of the asscssed penalty to the size of business of the Respondent, the
effect on Respondent’s abilify to continue in business, and the gravity of the violation.
Afier consideration of the faciors set forth in Section 14(a)4) of FIFRA,
7 UL § 138/(a) (4}, the EPA proposes 1o assess a total civil penalty of FIVE
THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED THREE DOLLARS ($5,103) agatnst the Respondent
for the abave-described violations, Civil penaltigs under Scetion 14{a} of FIFRA,
7 US.CL § 136/(a), may be asscssed by Adminisirative Order.

IV, Consent Azreement
For the purposes of this CAFO, Respondent admits the jurisdictiona! allegations set forth
above and neither admits nor denies the factual allegations set forth above,
Respondent waives its right to a hearing on the allegations comtained herein and its right
to appeal the proposed Final Order secompatiying the Cousent Agreement.
Respondent consents o the assessment of the penalty proposcd by EPA and agrees o pay
the civil penally as sot [orth in this CAFO.
Respondent certifies that us of the date of its execution of this CAFQ, it is in compliance
with all relevant requircments of FIFRA,
Compliance with this CAFO shall resolve the allegations of the violutions contained
herein, This CAFQO shall not otherwise afluct any Hiability of Respondent to the United
States. Other than as expressed heremn, neither EPA nor Complainant waives any right to
bring an enforcoment action against Respomdent for violation of any faderal or state
statute, regulation or permit, to nitiate an action for imminent and substantial

endangerment, or o pursue criminal enforccment.



24, Complainant and Respondent agree 1o settie this matter by their execution of this CAYO,
The parties agrec thai the settiement of this matter s in the public interest and that this
CAFQ is consistent with the applicable requiremernts of FIFRA,

V. Final Order

27.  Respondent is assessed a civil penalty of FIVE THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED
THREE DOLLARS {$5,103). Eight payments will be made to complete payment of the
entire ¢ivil penalty including interest. The first installment is due within thirty (30} days
of the effective datc of this CAFO. The subsequent seven paymenis shall be due in
ninety (90} day intorvals thereaficr. Including the civil penalty and interest, the total
amount that will be paid upon the completion of all payments will be FIVE
THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED FIFTY-EIGHT DOLTLARS and NINETY-FIVE
CENTS ( 5,158.95). Revpondent shall make payments in accardance with the following
schedule:
