Respondent 
does not contest the Inspection Findings, and waives any 
objections it may have to EPA's jurisdiction. Respondent 
consents to the assessment of the _penalty stated above. 
Respondent certifies, subject to CIVil and criminal J)enalties 
for making a false submission to the Uniteo States 
Government, that the violations have been corrected and 
Res~ondent has sent a certified check in the amount of 
$2,625, pa,Yable to the "Environmental Protection 
Agency,' vm certified mail to:
