CONSENT AGREEMENT AND FINAL ORDER

The Director, Multimedia Planning and Permitting Division, United States Environmental
Protection Agency, Region 6 (EPA) as Complainant, and Rhodia Inc. located in Cranbury, New
Jersey (Respondent) in the above referenced action, have consented to the terms of this
Complaint Consent Agreement and Final Order (Complamt CAFQO).

NOW THEREFORE, before the taking of any festimony, without any adjudication of any
issues of law or fact herein, the parties agree to the terms of this Complaint CAFO.

PRELIMINARY STATEMENT

1. This enforcement proceeding is instituted by EPA pursuant to Section 14{a) of the
Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodentictde Act, 7 11.S.C. § 136/{a) (FIFRA) which

authorizes the Administrator to bring an adminis{rative action to assess a penalty of up to $7,500’

“The Civil Penalty Inflation Adjustment Rule (62 Fed Reg. 13514, March 20, 1997 and 69 Fed Reg. 7121,
February 13, 2004) provides for increases in the statutory penaity provisions for violations which occur after the date
the increases take effect. For viclations after March 14, 2004, the potential maximurm penalty for such violations
changed from $5,500 (o $6,500. The Agency is required to review ifs penalties once every four years and adjust
themn for inflation. The Final Rule published at 73 Fed Reg. 75340 raised the FIFRA penalty to $7,500 for vielations
occurring afier December 11, 2008,
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for cach violation of Scetion 12(a)(1)(1¥) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136j(a)(1)E) (sold or distributed
a misbranded pesticide). This proceeding is initiated by the issuance of a Complaint and Notice
of Opportunity for Hearing (Complaint) incorporated herein,

2. The Complaint alleges Respondent violated regulations promulgated pursuant to
FIFRA.

3. For purposes of this proceeding, Respondent admits to the jurisdiction of this
Complaint; however, Respondent neither admits nor denies the specific factual allegations
contained in this Complaint.

4. Respondent consents to the issuance of this Complaint CAFO hereinafter recited and
consents to the assessment and payment of the stated civil penalty in the amount and by the
method set out in this Complaint CAFO mn settlement of the violations alleged in this Complaint
CAFO.

5. By signaturc on this Complaint CAFO, Respondent waives any right to a hearing
and/or any appeal of this proceeding.

6. Respondent represents that it ig duly authorized to execute this Complaint CAI'O and
that the party signing this Complaint CAFO on behalf of the Respondent ts duly authorized to
bind the Respondent 10 the {erms and conditions of this Complaint CAFO,

7. Respondent agrees that the provisions of this Complamt CAFO shall be binding on its
officers, directors, employees, agents, servants, authorized representatives, successors, and

assigns, including but not limited to, subscquent purchasers,

STATUTORY AND REGULATORY BACKGROUND

8. Section 2(s) of FIFRA defines a “person” as any individual, partnership, association,
corporation, or any organized group of persons whether incorporated or not.

6. Section 2(u) of FIFRA defines the term “pesticide” as any substance or mixture of
substances intended for preventing, destroying, repelling, or mitigating any pest.

10. Section 2(gg) of FIFRA defines the term “to distribute or sell” as distribute, sell,
offer for sale, hold for distribution, hold for shipment, or receive and (having so received) deliver
or offer to deliver.

11. Section 2(p) of FIFRA defines “label” as the writien, printed, or graphic maiter on, or
attached to, the pesticide or device or any of its containcrs or wrappers.,

12. Section 2(q) of FIFRA defines “migbranded” as the label having a statement, design,
or graphic representation that is false or misleading.

13. Importation proccdures are outlined under Section 17(¢) of FIFRA, whereby the EPA
determines whether or not a pesticide 1s adulterated or misbranded.

14. Pursvant to Section 12(a)(1)(E) of FIFRA “._.it shall be unlawful for any person who
is a registrant, wholesaler, dealer, retailer, or other distributor fail to sell or distribute a pesticide
or device which is misbranded.”

15. Pursuant to Section 14(a)(1) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a)(1), any registrant,
commercial applicator, wholesaler, dealer, retailer, or other distributor who violates any
provision of FIFRA may be assessed a civil penalty by the Adminisirator of not more than

$7,500° for each offense.

FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

16. The Respondent is Rhodia Inc. located at 8 Cedar Brook Drive, Cranbury, New
Jersey 08512,

17. Respondent is a “person” as that term is defined in Section 2(s) of FIFRA.

18. Respondent is a registrant, wholesaler, dealer, retailer or other distributor subject to
the civil penalty provisions of Section 14(a)(1) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a)(1).

19. Respondent’s product, Tolcide PS75 (EPA Reg. No. 33677-3), is a pesticide as
defined in FIFRA Scction 2(u).

20. At all relevant times, the Respondent was a “distributor,” as that term is defined at
Scction 2(gg) of FIFRA, of the pesticide described in paragraph 19.

21. A Notice of Arrival of Pesticides and Devices (NOA) was submitted for the
Respondent to EPA on or about August 8, 2012 (EPA Tracking Number: NOA-12-08-6196) for
the product described in paragraph 19.

22. The label of the product described in paragraph 19 listed the EPA Est. No. 33677-
CHN-00T instead of 86090-CHN-001,

23. The NOA presented to EPA and described in paragraph 21, notified EPA that the
pesticide described in paragraph 19 was being presented for import into the United States at the
Port of Houston.

24, 19 C.F.R. § 12.112(a) specifics that an importer desiring to import pesticides or
devices into the United States shall submit to the Administrator a NOA, prior to the arrival of the
shipment in the United States. The NOA is a report required by FIFRA

25. Section 12{(a)(1XE) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136j(a)(1)(E), provides that it shall be

unlawful for any person who is a registrant, wholesaler, dealer, retailer, or other distributor to sell
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or distribute a misbranded pesticide.

VIOLATIONS

26. Complainant incorporates by reference the aliegations contained in paragraphs 1-25
of this Complaint CAFO.

27. Section 12(a)(1)(E) of FIFRA states that it is unlawful for a registrant, wholesaler,
retailer, or distributor to sell or distribute a misbranded pesticide.

28. Atthe time of importation, the product described in paragraph 19 was misbranded.

29. By shipping the pesticide for import and requesting release of the shipment by EPA
through the NOAs, described in paragraph 21, the Respondent distributed the pesticides
described in paragraph 19.

30. Respondent’s distribution or sale of the misbranded pesticide product, Tolcide PS75
(EPA Reg. No. 33677-3), constituted an unlawful act in violation of Section 12(a)(1)(E) of
FIFRA.

CIVIL PENALTY AND
TERMS OF SETTLEMENT

31. Tor the reasons set forth above, Respondent has agreed to pay a civil penalty, which
has been determined in accordance with Section 14(a)(1) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a)(1), and
the Civil Penalty Inflation Adjustment Rule® which authorizes EPA to assess a civil penalty of up
to SEVEN THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($7.500.00) for each violation of
FIFRA, Upon consideration of the entire record herein, including the Findings of Fact and

Conclusions of 1.aw, which are hereby adopted and made a part hereof, and upon consideration

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of (1) the size of the Respondent's business, (2) the effect upon Respondent's ability to continue
in business, and (3) the gravily of the alleged violation, the parties agree to the terms of this
settlement. To develop the proposed penalty in this Complaint, the Complainant has taken into
account the particular facts and circumstances of this case with specific reference to EPA’s
“Enforcement Response Policy for the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act
(FIFRA)” dated December 3, 2009, located at:
hitp://www.epa.gov/Compliance/resources/policies/civil/erp/index.html. It is QRDERED that
Respondent be assessed a civil penalty of THREE THOUSAND NINE HUNDRED
DOLLARS AND NO CENTS (%3, 900.60).

32. Within thirty (30) days of Respondent’s receipt of this fully executed Complaint
CAFO, Respondent shall pay the assessed civil penalty by cashier’s or certified check, made
payable to “Treasurer, United States of America, EPA - Region 6,7

33. Respondent agrees not to claim, or attempt to claim, a federal income tax deduction
or credit covering all or any part of the civil penalty paid to the United States Treasurer.

34. Pursuant to 31 U.S.C. § 3717 and 40 C.F.R. § 13.11 unless otherwise prohibited by
law, EPA will assess interest and late payment penalties on outstanding debts owed to the United
States and a charge to cover the costs of processing and handling a delinquent claim. Interest on
the civil penalty assessed in this CAFO will begin to accrue thirty (30) days after the effective
date of the CAFO and will be recovered by EPA on any amount of the civil penalty that 1s not
paid by the respective due date. Interest will be assessed at the rate of the United States Treasury
tax and loan rate in accordance with 40 C.FF.R. § 13.11(a). Moreovcr, the costs of the Agency’s
administrative handling of overdue debts will be charged and assessed monthly throughout the
period the debt is overdue. See 40 C.FR. § 13.11(b).

35. The EPA will also assess a $15.00 administrative handling charge for administrative

costs on unpaid penalties for the first thirty (30) day period after the payment is duc and an
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additional $15.00 for each subsequent thirty (30) day period that the penalty remains unpaid. In
addition, a penalty charge of up to six percent per year will be assessed monthly on any portion
of the debt which remains delinquent more than ninety (90) days. See 40 C.FR. § 13.11 (e).
Should a penalty charge on the debt be required, it shalt accrue from the first day payment is
delinquent. See 31 CF.R. § 901.9(d). Other penalties for failure (0 make a payment may also

apply.

The
Respondent is ordered 1o comply with the terms of settlement and the civil penalty payment
instructions as set forth in the Consent Agreement. In accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 22.31(b), this
