CONSENT AGREEMENT 

1. This Consent Agreement is entered into by the Director, Land and Chemicals Division, 
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Region III ('EPA", "Agency" or "Complainant'') 
and Independent Can Company ("Respondent" or "Independent Can Company") pursuant 
to Sections 3008(a) and (g) of the Solid Waste Disposal Act, commonly known as the 
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, as amended by inter alia, the 
Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984 (collectively referred to hereinafter as 
"RCRA"), 42 U.S.C. §§ 6928(a) and (g), and the Consolidated Rules of Practice 
Governing the Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties, and the Revocation/ 
Termination or Suspension of Permits ("Consolidated Rules of Practice"), 40 C.F.R. Part 
22, including, specifically, 40 C.F.R. §§ 22.13(b) and 22.18(b)(2) and (3). 

2. This Consent Agreement and the accompanying Final Order (herein jointly referred to as 
the "CAFO") address alleged violations, by Respondent, of Subtitle C of RCRA, 42 
U.S.C. §§ 6921 - 6939g, and the current authorized State of Maryland Hazardous Waste 
Management Regulations ("MdHWMR"), set forth at the Code of Maryland Regulations 
("COMAR"), Title 26, Subtitle 13 et seq. in connection with Respondent's facility 
located at 1300 Brass Mill Road, Belcamp, Maryland, 21017 (the "Facility").

3. The MdHWMR were originally authorized by EPA on February 11, 1985, pursuant to 
Section 3006(b) of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6926(b). Revisions to the MdHWMR set forth at 
COMAR, Title 26, Subtitle 13, were authorized by EPA, June 1, 2001 (66 Fed. Reg. 
29712) effective July 31, 2001, and July 26, 2004 (69 Fed. Reg. 44463) effective 
September 24, 2004. The provisions of the revised authorized program are enforceable 
by EPA pursuant to Section 3008(a) ofRCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6928(a). 

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

4. For purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations set 
forth in this Consent Agreement. 

5. Respondent neither admits nor denies the specific factual allegations and conclusions of 
law set forth in this Consent Agreement, except as provided in Paragraph 4, above. 

6. For the purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent agrees at to contest EPA's 
jurisdiction with respect to the execution and issuance of this CAFO, or the enforcement 
of this CAFO. 

7. For purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent hereby expressly waives its right to 
contest the allegations set forth in this Consent Agreement and any right to appeal the 
accompanying Final Order. 

8. Respondent consents to the issuance of this CAFO and agrees to comply with its terms. 

9. Respondent shall bear its own costs and attorney's fees in connection with this 
proceeding. 

Notice of Action to the State of Maryland 

10. By letter to Brian Coblentz, Chief, Solid Waste Program, Maryland Department of the 
Environment ("MDE"), dated August 8, 2016, EPA has give the State of Maryland, 
through MDE, prior notice of the initiation of this action in accordance with Section 
3008(a)(2) ofRCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6928(a)(2). 

11. Upon making a determination that any person has violated or is in violation of any 
requirement of RCRA Subtitle C, and upon satisfying the notification requirements of 
RCRA Section 3008(a)(2), 42 U.S.C. § 6928(a)(2), RCRA Section 3008(a)(l), 42 U.S.C. 
§ 6928(a)(l), authorizes the Administrator of EPA to issue an order assessing a civil 
penalty for any past or current violation, requiring compliance immediately or within a 
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specified time period, or both. 

12. Pursuant to§ 22.13(b) of the Consolidated Rules of Practice, this CAFO, issued pursuant 
to 40 C.F.R. § 22.18(6)(2) and (3), simultaneously commenc and conclude an 
administrative proceeding against Respondent, brought unde Sections 3008(a) and (g) of 
RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6928(a) and (g), to resolve alleged violat'ons ofRCRA at 
Respondent's Facility. 

II. FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSION OF LAW

16. Respondent is and has been, through the period of the violati ns alleged herein, a 
"generator" of, and has engaged in the "storage" of, materials that are "solid wastes" and 
"hazardous waste" at the Facility as those terms are defined b COMAR 
26.13 .0l.03B(29), (76), (73), and (31). 

17. Respondent is and, at all times relevant to the violations int ·s CAFO has been, a 
generator more than 1000 kilograms of hazardous waste in a alendar month (hereinafter 
"large quantity generator"). Respondent is assigned EPA ID o. MDD985412253. 

18. On May 3, 2016, EPA representatives conducted a Complian e Evaluation Inspection 
("CEI") of the Facility. 

19. At the time of the inspection, and, at all times relevant to the iolations in this CAFO, 
Respondent generated waste solvents (EPA Hazardous Waste umber DOOl) at the 
Facility. Waste solvents are hazardous waste within the meaning of COMAR 
26.13.02.11 because waste solvents exhibit the characteristic f ignitability. 
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20. At the time of the inspection, and, at all times relevant to the iolations in this CAFO, 
Respondent generated waste lamps containing mercury (EPA Hazardous Waste Number 
0009) at the Facility. Waste solvents are hazardous waste within the meaning of 
COMAR 26.13 .02.11 because waste solvents exhibit the cha acteristic of toxicity. 

COUNT! 
(Operating a Treatment, Storage or Disposal Facility Without a ermit or Interim Status) 

21. The preceding paragraphs are incorporated by reference. 

22. Section 3005(a) and (e) ofRCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6925(a) and ( ), and COMAR 
26.13.07.0lA, provide, with certain exceptions not relevant h re, that a person may not 
operate a hazardous waste storage, treatment or disposal facil ty unless such person has 
first obtained a permit for the facility. 

23. RCRA § 3005(e), 42 U.S.C. § 6925(e), provides, in pertinent art, that any person who 
owns or operates a facility required to have a permit under R RA § 3005, which facility 
was in existence on November 19, 1980, or is in existence on the effective date of 
statutory or regulatory provisions that render the facility subj ct to the requirement to 
have a permit, has complied with the notification requirement ofRCRA § 3010(a), 42 
U.S.C. § 6930(a), and has applied for a permit under RCRA § 3005, shall be treated as 
having been issued such permit (i.e, "interim status") until su h time as final 
administrative disposition of such application is made. 

24. Respondent has never had "interim status" pursuant to RC Section 3005(e) or a permit 
issued pursuant to RCRA Section 3005(a) for the treatment, s orage, or disposal of 
hazardous waste at the Facility. 

25. Pursuant to COMAR 26.13.03.05E, large quantity generators f hazardous waste who 
accumulate hazardous waste on-site for less than 90 days are xempt from the 
requirement to obtain a permit for such accumulation, so lon as the hazardous waste is 
stored in accordance with a number of conditions set forth in hat section, including, inter 
alia: 

a. Pursuant to COMAR 26.13 .03.05E(l)(d), the generat must comply with the 
requirements of COMAR 26.13.05.09, including: 

(i) The requirement to keep containers holding h ardous waste always 
closed during storage, except when necessary to add or remo e waste, in accordance with 
COMAR 26.13.05.090; and, 
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(ii) The requirement to inspect areas where cont iners are stored, at least 
weekly, looking for leaks and for deterioration of containers d the containment system 
caused by corrosion and other factors , in accordance with C~· ··~ ~~~ 26.13.05.09E. 

b. Pursuant to COMAR 26.l3 .03 .05E(l)(e), the generat r must clearly mark each 
container with the date upon which each period of accumulat on begins so that the mark 
is visible for inspection on each container; and, 

c. Pursuant to COMAR 26.13 .03 .05E( 1 )(f), while being accumulated in containers 
on site, the generator must label or mark each container with he words "Hazardous 
Waste," and, 

d. Pursuant to COMAR 26.13.03.05E(l)(g), the generat r must comply with the 
requirements of COMAR 26.13.05 .020, .03, and .04, includi , g the requirements that: 

(i) Facility personnel take part in an annual revie of the initial hazardous 
waste management training required by COMAR 26. .05.02O(l)(a) in 
accordance with COMAR 26.13.05.020(3); and 

(ii) The owner or operator maintain at the facility written job description for 
each position related to hazardous waste management n accordance with 
COMAR 26.13.05.020(4)(6); and 

(iii) The owner or operator maintain at the facility ecords that document the 
training or job experience required under COMAR 26 13 .05.020(1), (2) and (3) 
has been given to, and completed by, facility personne in accordance with 
COMAR 26.13.05.02O(4)(d) and 

(iv) Each owner or operator have a contingency pla for his facility, in 
accordance with COMAR 26.13 .05.04. 

26. Pursuant to COMAR 26.13.03.05E(3)(b), the generator may cumulate as much as 55 
gallons of hazardous waste or 1 quart of acutely hazardous w te listed in COMAR 
26.13 .02. l 9E in containers in a satellite accumulation area at r near any point of 
generation where wastes initially accumulate, which is under t e control of the operator 
of the process generating the waste, without a permit and wit ut complying with 
COMAR 26.13.03 .05E(l), provided the satellite containers ar marked with the words 
"Hazardous Waste" or other words to identify the contents of e containers in 
accordance with COMAR 26.13.03.05E(3)(b). 
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27. Respondent did not qualify for the permit exemptions speci ed under COMAR 
26.13.03.0SE(l) and (3) with respect to the on-site storage the hazardous waste at the 
Facility because it failed to meet applicable permit exempti n conditions for each of the 
following reasons: 

a. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent sto ed hazardous waste in 
containers that were open when not adding or removing wa e, in contravention of 
COMAR 26.13.03.0SE(l)(d), specifically; 

(i) One 55-gallon drum in the waste solvent roo at the Facility; 

(ii) A metal step can containing solvent-contami ated rags at the Facility; 

(iii) A 55-gallon slop drum of waste solvent in a r om called the "the P3 
room" at the Facility; 

(iv) A 55-gallon slop drum of waste solvent in a r om called the "the P4 
room" at the Facility; 

(v) A container of solvent-contaminated wipes lo ated near Printer 3 at the 
Facility; and, 

(vi) Two waste lamps containing mercury were n t stored in containers. 

b. From May 17, 2013 to May 28, 2013, June 19, 2015 o July 6, 2015, December 
15, 2015 to December 30, 2015 and March 18, 2016 to Apri 1, 2016, Respondent did not 
inspect areas where containers are stored, at least weekly, lo king for leaks and for 
deterioration of containers and the containment system cause by corrosion and other 
factors , in contravention of COMAR 26.13.05.09E and the p rmit exemption 
requirements of COMAR 26.13 .03 .0SE(l )( d). 

c. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent did ot clearly mark two 55-
gallon containers in the hazardous waste storage area, and a ontainer of waste lamps 
containing mercury with the date upon which each period of ccumulation begins so that 
the mark is visible for inspection on each container in contra ention of the permit 
condition exemption conditions of COMAR 26.13.03.0SE(l)(e), specifically, 

d. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent did ot label or mark each 
container of hazardous waste with the words "Hazardous Wa te," in contravention of the 
pennit condition exemption conditions of COMAR 26.13 .03. 5E(l )(f), specifically: 

(i) One 55-gallon drum in the hazardous waste st , rage area at the Facility; 
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(ii) A metal step can containing solvent contamin ted rags at the Facility; and 

(iii). Containers used to store waste lamps contai · 

e. From at least January 1, 2011 to December 31 , 2015, acility personnel did not 
take part in an annual review of the initial hazardous waste anagement training in 
contravention of COMAR 26.13.05.02G(l)(a), which refere ces COMAR 
26.13.05.02G(3) and the pe1mit exemption requirements of OMAR 26.13.03.05E(l)(g). 

f. From January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2015, Respo dent did not maintain at the 
facility a written job description for each position related to azardous waste management 
in contravention of COMAR 26.13.05.02G(4)(b) and the pe 't exemption requirements 
of COMAR 26.13.03.0SE(l)(g). 

g. From January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2015, Respo tlent did not maintain at the 
facility records that document the training or job experience equired under COMAR 
26.13 .05 .02G(l), (2) and (3) has been given to, and complet d by, Facility personnel in 
contravention of COMAR 26.13.05.02G(4)(d) and the permi exemption requirements of 
COMAR 26.13 .03.0SE(l)(g). 

h. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent did ot have a Facility 
contingency plan which listed all of the required contact info ation for the emergency 
coordinator and that included an evacuation plan, in contrav tion of COMAR 
26.13 .05.04C(4) and (6) and the permit exemption requirem nts of COMAR 
26.13 .03.0SE(l)(g). 

28. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent accumulate hazardous waste in satellite 
accumulation areas without marking containers used for sate lite accumulation with the 
words: "Hazardous Waste" or with other words that identifie the contents of that 
container as required by COMAR 26.13.03.05E(3)(b) or as otherwise required by 
COMAR 26. 13 .03 .05E(l )(f)(ii); specifically, a metal step c used to collect solvent­
contaminated wipes located in the P3 room at the Facility. 

29. For the reasons and during the times set forth above at the F ility, Respondent failed to 
comply with the conditions for the temporary storage (i.e., 9 days or less) of hazardous 
waste by a generator that are required pursuant to COMAR 2o.13 .03 .05E, and therefore 
failed to qualify for an exemption from the permitting/inter· status requirements 
provided by such section. 

30. Respondent's Facility is a hazardous waste treatment, storag . or disposal "facility" as that 
term is defined in COMAR 26.13 .0l.03B(23), with respect t , the storage of hazardous 
waste as described above.

34. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent did not per rm hazardous waste 
determinations on spent aerosol cans which therefore becam solid waste within the 
meaning and definition of COMAR 26.13.0l.03B(73) and C MAR 26.13.02.02, without 
first determining if this material was hazardous waste, as req ired by COMAR 
26.13.03.02. 

35 . On May 3, 2016, Respondent violated COMAR 26.13.03.02 y failing to perform 
hazardous waste determinations on solid waste generated at e Facility. 

COUNT III 
(Manifest Copies) 

36. The preceding paragraphs are incorporated by reference. 

37. COMAR 26.13.03.06 A(l) requires a generator to keep a co of each manifest signed in 
accordance with COMAR 26.13.03.04A(l) for three years o until he receives a signed 
copy from the designated facility which received the waste. 

38. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, Respondent did not hav signed, returned copies 
from the destination facility for manifest numbers 00389559 FLE, 003895694FLE, 
006088768JJK, 003895965FLE, and 003896978FLE. 

39. On May 3, 2016, Respondent violated COMAR 26.13 .03.06 (1) by failing to keep a 
copy of each manifest signed in accordance with COMAR 2 .13.03.04A(l) for three 
years or until Respondent received a signed copy from the de ignated facility which 
received the waste.

(Biennial Repm1s) 

40. The preceding paragraphs are incorporated by reference. 

41. COMAR 26.13 .03.06B(l)(b)(ii) and (c)(ii) requires a perso who generates hazardous 
waste and ships it off-site to a facility within the United Sta s to submit a report by · 
March 1 of each even numbered year for the preceding cale dar year to the Secretary of 
the MDE biennially beginning January 1, 1997. 

42. Respondent submitted the biennial report due on March 1, 2 12 on May 20, 2013, 445 
days past the due date for submission of the biennial report ue on March 1, 2012. 

43. Respondent submitted the biennial report due on March 1, 2 16 on May 27, 2016, 87 
days past the due date for submission of the biennial report eon March 1, 2016. 

44. From March 2, 2012 through and including May 20, 2013 d from March 2, 2016 
through and including May 27, 20i6, Respondent violated C MAR 
26.13.03.06B(l)(b)(ii) and (c)(ii) by failing to submit bienni I reports due March 1, 2012 
and March 1, 2016 by the due date for such biennial reports.

45. COMAR 26.13.05.020(1 )(a) and (c) requires that facility pe onnel receive hazardous 
waste management training that teaches the employees to pe orm their duties in a way 
that ensures compliance with the MdHWMR, and at a mini 1m is designed to ensure 
that facility personnel are able to respond effectively to emer encies by familiarizing 
them with emergency procedures, emergency equipment, an emergency systems 

46. From May 3, 2011 through and including May 3, 2016, Resp ndent did not provide the 
RCRA training required by COMAR 26.13.05.02G(l)(a). 

47. From May 3, 2011 through and including May 3, 2016, Resp ndent violated COMAR 
26.13 .05 .02G(l)(a) and (c) by failing to provide hazardous w ste management training 
that teaches the employees to perform their duties in a way t ensures compliance with 
the MdHWMR, and at a minimum is designed to ensure that acility personnel are able to 
respond effectively to emergencies by familiarizing them wit emergency procedures, 
emergency equipment, and emergency systems. 
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COUNT VI 
(Job Descriptions)

54. At the time of the May 3, 2016 CEI, the Facility Contingency lan did not list the 
addresses and phone numbers for the Facility emergency coo tiinators. 

55. On May 3, 2016, Respondent violated COMAR 26.13.05.04 by failing to list the names 
and addresses of the facility emergency coordinators in the Fa ility Contingency Plan as 
required by COMAR 26.13.05.04C(4).

60. Respondent agrees to pay a civil penalty in the amount of TH RTY-THREE 
THOUSAND ONE HUNDRED NINETY-FIVE ($33,195.00 in settlement of the alleged 
violations set forth in this CAFO, which Respondent agrees t pay in accordance with the 
terms set forth below. Such civil penalty amount shall becom due and payable 
immediately upon Respondent's receipt of a true and correct , opy of the executed and 
filed CAFO. In order to avoid the assessment of interest, a nistrative costs, and late 
payment penalties in connection with such civil penalty as de cribed in this CAFO, 
Respondent must pay the civil penalty no later than thirty (30 calendar days after the date 
on which a copy of the executed and filed CAFO is mailed or hand-delivered to 
Respondent. 
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61. The aforesaid settlement amount was based upon Complaina t' s consideration of a 
number of factors, including the penalty criteria set forth in ection 3008(a)(3) of RCRA, 
42 U.S.C. § 6928(a)(3), which include the seriousness of the iolation and any good faith 
efforts to comply with the applicable requirements. These fa tors were applied to the 
particular facts and circumstances of this case with specific r ference to EPA's October, 
1990 RCRA Civil Penalty Policy, as revised in June, 2003 (" CRA Penalty Policy"), 
which reflects the statutory penalty criteria and factors set fo hat Sections 3008(a)(3) 
and (g) of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 6982(a)(3) and (g). Complai ant also has considered the 
appropriate Adjustment of Civil Monetary Penalties for lnfla ion, pursuant to 40 C.F .R. 
Part 19, and the December 6, 2013 memorandum by EPA As istant Administrator

Penalty Policies to Account for Inflation (Effective Decembei 6, 2013).
