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EPA found that Respondent failcd to obtain the required initial certification from the EPA
under 40 CF.R. § 745.89(a) prior to performing a renovation on housing constructed prior to
1978. This is a violation of the RRP Rule, specifically, 40 C.F.R. § 745.81.

EPA found that Respondent failed to rotain all records necessary to demonstrate compliance
with the residential property regulations for a period of 3 years, This is & violation of the RRP
Rule, speeifically, 40 C.E.R. § 745.86.

EPA found that Respondent failed to document delivery of the EPA-approved lead hazard
information pamphlet to the property owner of the Jobsite prior to commencing s
renovation activities. This is a violation of the RRP Rule, specifically, 40 C.ER, § 745.84.

EPA found that Respondeni failed to post signs clearly defining the work area and warning
occupants and other person not involved in renovation activities to remain outside the work
area, This is a violation of the RRP Rule, specifically 40 C.F.R. § 7435.84,

Respondent’s failure to comply with 40 CER. §§ 745.81, 745.86, 745.84 are violations of
Section 402 of TSCA, 15 U.8.C. § 2682,

HE RMS OF SE ;

To determine the amounnt of the civil penalty to be assessed, EPA considered, in addition to
such other factors as justice may require, to the extent known, the nature, circumstances;
extent and gravity of the violations alleged, any of Respondent's history of prior viclations of
TSCA, or lack thereof, and degree of culpability,

15. In consideraticn of the facts and circumstances of this matter, the Patties agres to enler into

this Agreement in order to settle the violations referenced in paragraphs 9-12 above for the
penalty amount of $6,000 (3ix thousand dollars). Payment shall be made in six installments
of $1000 {one thousand doHars) per installment every 30 calendar days in accordance with
the attached document (Attachment A) entitled Instructions for Making a Payment.

In signing this Agreement, Respondent: (1) admits that Respondent was subject to the RRP
requirements (40 C.F.R. § 745 subpart E} at the time the work described herein was being
conducted; (2) admits the jurisdictional allegations made herein; (3) neither admits nor denies
the factual aflegations contained herein; and (4) consents to the assessment of the penalty
specified in this Agreement.

Upon the effective date of the Agreement, full payment of the civil penalty shall only resolve
Respondent’s liability for Federat civil penalties for the violations and facts alieged herein.
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No portion of the civil penalty or interest paid by the Respondent pursuant to the
requirements of this Agreement shall be claimed by Res.pondem as-a deduction for federal,
state, or local income tax purposes.

Upon signing and returning this Agreement to the EPA, Respondent waives the opportunity
for a hearing, including but not limited to the right to contest the allegations contained herein,

and to appeal this Agreement.
Each party shall bear its own costs and attorney fees, if any.
The undersigned represeniative of the Respondent certifies that he/she is fully authorized to enter

into the terms and conditions of the Agreement and to bind the Respondent to the terms and
conditions of this Agreement.

. The Parties agree to submit this Agreement to the Regional Judicial Officer with a request

that it be incorporated inio a final order.

. GENERAJL PROVISIONS

. This Agreement, upon incorporation into a final order, applies to and is binding upon the

EPA and upon Respondent and Respondent's successors or assigns. Any change in ownership
or corporate status of Respondent, including, but not limited to, any transfer of assets or real
or personal property, shall not alter Respondent's responsibilities under this agreement. This
Agreement confains all terms of the settlernent agreed to by the Parties.

Nothing in this Agreement shall relieve Respondent of the duty to comply with TSCA and its
implementing regulations.

The EPA 1cserves all of its righis to take enforcement action for any other past, presant, or future
violations by Respondent of TSCA, any other federal statute or regulation, or this Agreement,

Failure by Respondent to comply with any of the terms of this Agreement shall constitate a
brezch of the Agreement angd may result in referral of the matter to the United States
Department of Justice for enforcement of this Agreement and for such other relief as may be

appropriate,






Attachment A

INSTRUCTIONS FOR MAKING A PAYMENT

Payment in the amount of $6000 (six thousand dellars) shall be paid in six installments of $1000
(one thousand dollars) per installment, and the first installment is due within 30 calendar days
from the date written on the Final Consent Order, issued by the Regional Tudicial Officer, which
adopts this Complaint and Consent Agreement. If the due date falls on a weekend or legal Federal
holiday, the due date is the next business day. Payments must be received by 11:00 a.m. Eastern
Standard Time to be considered as received that day. The second installment of $1000 (one
thousand dollars) is due within 60 calendar days from the date written on the Final Consent Order,
issued by the Regional Judicial Officer, which adopts this Complaint and Consent Agreement.

The third installment of $1000 (one thousand dollars) is due within 90 calendar days from the date
written on the Final Consent Order, issued by the Regional Judicial Qfficer, which adopts this
Complaint and Consent Agreement. The fourth installment of $1000 (one thousand dollars) is due
within 120 calendar days from the date written on the Final Consent Order, issued by the Regional
Judicial Officer, which adopts this Complaint and Consent Agreement. The fifth instaliment of
$1000 (one thousand dollars) is due within 150 calendar days from the date written on the Final
Consent Order, issued by the Regional Judicial Officer, which adopts this Complaint and Consent
Agreement. The sixth installment of $1000 (one thousand dollars) is due within 180 calendar days
from the date written on the Final Consent Order, issued by the Regional Judicial Officer, which
adopts this Complaint and Consent Agreement.

In the event payment is not received by the specified due date, interest accrues from the date of the
Final Order, not the due date, at a rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury pursuant fo

31 U.S.C. § 3717, and will continue to accrue until payment in full is received. (That is, on the 1st
late day, 30 days of interest accrues.)

In addition, a handling charge of fifteen dollars ($15) shall be assessed on day 211 from the date of
the Final Order, and each subsequent thirty-day period that the debt, or any portion thereof, remains
unpaid. In addition, a six percent (6%) per annum penalty shall be assessed on any unpaid principal
amount if payment is not received within 210 days of the due date (that is, on day 241 after the date
the Final Order is signed). Payments are first applied to handling charges, 6% penalty interest, and

late interest; then any balance is applied to the outstanding principal amount.
