Clean Air Act. 

TIlis Expedited Settlement Agreement (ESA) is being entered into hy til. United States 
Emironmental Protection Agency (EPA), Region 4, the Dim;tor of the Air, Pesticides and 
Toxics Management Division (Complainant). and by Targa Resources; Inc, (Respondent), 
pursuant to S""tion I 13(d) nfthe Clean Air Act (the "Act"), 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d), and pursuant 
to 40 CFR § 22.13(h). 

ALLEGED VIOLA TlONS 

Based on a compliance monitoring inspection conducted at the Respondent's facility located at 
2337 Industrial Parkway, Calvert City, Kentucky, on November 11.2010. EPA alleg~ that the 
R~'POndent Violated the Act's Chcmkal Accident Prevention Program when at the time of 
inspection, Respondent did not provide evidence that: 

It hal! documented other persons responsible for implementing individual requirements of 
the risk management program Wld defined the lines ofauthority through an organization 
chart or similar document as required by 40 CFR § 68.15(0); 

It has retained PHAs and updates or revnlidations for each covered process, as well as the 
rcsolutionofft."t:ommendations fur tht;;: lile of the process as required by 40 CFR 
§ 68.67(g); and 
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It has, at least every three years, certified that it has evaluated its compliance with the 
provisions of 40 CFR Part 68 to verify that its accident prevention program procedures 
and practices are adequate and are being followed as required by 40 CFR § 68.79(a). 

SETTLEMENT 

In consideration of Respondent's size, its full compliance history, its good faith effort to comply, 
and other factors as justice may require, and upon consideration of the entire record the parties 
enter into the ESA in order to settle the violation cited above, for the total penalty amount of 
$2400. 

This settlement is subject to the foHowing tenns and conditions: the Respondent hy signing 
below admits the jurisdictional allegations contained herein, neither admits nor denies the 
specific factual al1egations contained herein, and consents to the a~sessment of the penalty as 
stated above; Respondent waives its rights to a hearing afforded by Section 113(d)(2)(A) of the 
Act, 42 V.S.C § 7413(d)(2)(A), and to contest the allegations contained in this ESA; and each 
party to this action shall bear its own costs and tccs, if any. 

Respondent certifies, subject to civil and criminal penalties for making a false submission to the 
United States Government, that the Respondent has corrected the alleged violation listed in this 
ESA and is compliant with the applicable requirements of Section 112(r) of the CAA. 
Respondent shall pay a civil penalty of $2400. Please nute that payment should not be made 
until after Respondent receives a copy of the fullv executed ESA. Within fifteen (15) days of 
receiving a copy of the fully executed ESA, the Respondent shall send a cashier's check or 
certified check (payable to the ''Treasurer, United States ofAmerica") in the amount of $2400, in 
payment of the full penalty amount to one of the following addresses:
