"Act" or "CWA"). The EPA representative found that Respondent had violated the regulations by fa iling to comply with the specific regulatory 
requirements noted on the attached OlL POLLUTION PREVENTION INSPECTION HN mNGS, ALLEGED VIOLA TTONS Ai"iD 
PROPOSED PENALTY FORM (the "fonn"), which is hereby incorporated by reference. 

The panies enter into this Expedited Penalty Action and Consent Agreement ("Consent Agreement") to settle the civil violations set forth above 
for a penalty of S975.00. This Consent Agreement commences and concludes Lhis acLion pursuant to Sections 22. J 3(b ), and 22. l 8(b )(2), and (3) 
of the Co'itsolidatcd Rules of Practice Govern ing the Administrative Assessmem of Penal!ies and the Rcv,lcation/Tem,ination or Suspension of 
Permits ("Consolidated Rules or Practice''), 40 CPR §§ 22. J3(b ), and 22. J 8(b )(2), and (3). This Consent Agreement is being entered into by the 
United States Environmental Protection Agency, Region Ill ("EPA"), by iu; duly delegated official, the Director, Hazardous Site Cleanup 
Division, and by Respondent pursuant to Section 31 1(b)(6)(13)(i) of the Act 33 IJ.S.C. § 132 1 (b)(6)(8)(i), and by 40 CFR § 22. !3(b). 

The senlernem is subject to the following terms and conditions. 

EPA hereby fmds tl1e Respondent is subject to the Oil Pollution Prevention regulations and has violated the regulations as further described in 
the Forni. 

T he Respondent consents to the assessrneltl of the penalty stated above. n,e settlement amount was based upon Complainant's consideration of 
a number of factors, including, but not limited to, the seriousness or the violations and the other factors provided in CW A Section 1321 (b )(8) 
and EPA's Civil Penalty Policy for CWA Sections 311(b)(3) and 311 U) dated August 1998. Respondent ce11ifies, subject to civil and criminal 
penalties for making a false state.ment to tlte United States Government, that Lhe violations set forth in the Oil Pollution Prevention Inspection 
Findings, Alleged Violations and Proposed Penalty Fonn have been corrected. The Respondent agrees that it shall, within 15 calendar days of 
receipt of an executed copy of this Consent Agreement, make payment of S975.00 in one of four forms: 1) electronic i'unds tr,msfer ("EFT'') ,
