EXPEDITED SPCC SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT 

In the matter of Shawnee Peak Holding, Inc. 
Docket No. CWA-01-2016-0061 

On March 10, 2016 at Shawnee Peak Holding, Inc.' s 
("Respondent's") ski resort, located at 119 Mountain 
Road, Bridgton, Maine 04009, an authorized 
representative of the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency ("EPA") conducted an inspection to . 
determine compliance with the Oil Pollution Prevention 
regulations promulgated at 40 C.F.R. part 112 under 
Section 31 lU) of the Clean Water Act (the "Act"), 
33 U.S .C. § 132l(j). EPA determined that Respondent, 
as owner or operator of the facility, violated regulations 
implementing Section 31 l(j) of the Act by failing to 
comply with the Oil Pollution Prevention regulations as 
noted on the attached Spill Prevention Control and 
Countermeasure Plan ("SPCC") Inspection Findings and 
Violations Form ("Violations Form") which is hereby 
incorporated by reference. By its first signature below, 
EPA ratifies the Inspection Findings and Violations set 
forth in the Violations Form. 

The parties enter into this Expedited Settlement in order 
to settle the civil violations described in the Violations 
Form for a penalty of $4,600. The parties are authorized 
to enter into this Expedited Settlement under the authority 
of Section 31 l(b) (6) (B) (i) of the Act, 33 U.S.C. 
§ 132l(b) (6) (B) (i), and by 40 C.F.R. § 22.13(b). 

This settlement is subject to the following terms and 
conditions: 

EPA finds the Respondent is subject to the Oil Pollution 
Prevention regulations, and has v10lated the regulations as 
further described in the Violations Form.

On March 8, 2016, the US. Environmental Protection Agency (the ''EPA ") conducted an inspection at Shawnee Peak ski 
and recreational resort located in Bridgton, Maine (' 'the Facility "). The EPA inspector observed approximately 26,000 
gallons of oil storage capacity in above ground tanks. There is a reasonable expectation that an oil spill could reach Moose 
Pond. 

The Facility did not have a Spill Prevent ion, Control, and Countermeasure (''SPCC ")plan and EPA 's inspection team 
observed certain portable oil storage containers (drums) being stored in locations without sized secondmy containment, 
and a missing drain plug to a containment area for a gasoline tank.
