This Expedited Settlement Agreement (ESA) is being entered into by the United States Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), Region 6, by its duly delepated official, the Director, Superfund Division, and by Respendent
pursuant o Section 113(a)(3) and (d) of the Clean Air Act (the Act), 42 U.S.C. § 7413(a)(3) and {d), and by 40
CYR.§22.13(b).
