Preliminarv Statement 
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This Consent Agreement is entered into by the Director of the I.and and Chemica ls 
Division, United States Environmental Protection Agency - Region Ill ("EPA" or 
"Complainant") and by Puri Core Inc. ("Puri Core" or "Respondent") pursuant to Section l 4(a) of 
the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act ("FIFRA"), as amended, 7 lJ.S.C. 
§ 136/(a), and Sections 22. ! 3(b) and . J 8(b) of the ConsoJidared Rules of Practice Governing the 
Administrative Assessment of Civil Penalties and the Revocaiionfl.'ermination or Suspension of 
Permits ("Consolidated Rules of Practice"), 40 C.f.R. §§ 22. J 3(b) and . l 8{b). This Consent 
Agreement and the attached f'inal Order (hen.:inafter jointly referred to as the "CA PO") resolve 
Complainant's c ivil penalty claims against Respondent under f'JFRA for the violations a lleged 
herein. 

General Provisions 

1. For purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations set 
forth in this CAFO. 

2. Except as provided in paragraph I, above, Respondent neither admits nor den ies the 
specific factual allegations and conclusions oflaw set forth in this CAFO. 

3. Respondent agrees not to contest the jurisdiction of the EPA with respect to the execution 
of this Consent Agreement, the issuance of the attached Final Order, o r the enforcement of the 
CAPO.

4. For the purposes of this proceeding only, Respondent hereby expressly waives any right 
to contest any issue o r law or fact set forth in this Consent Agreement and any right to appeal the 
accompanying f' inal Order. 

5. Respondent consents to the issuance or this CAFO and agrees to comply with its terms. 

6. Respondent shall bear its own costs and attorney's fee,,. 

7. Respondent agrees not to deduct for civil taxation purposes the civil penalty paid 
pursuant to this CA FO. 

Factual Allegations and Legal Background 

8. Section 2(s) ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136(s), defines " person" to mean any individual, 
partnership, association, corporation, or any organized group ofper·sons whether incorporated or 
not. 

9. PuriCore is a Delaware corporation with its principle place or bus iness located at 508 
Lapp Road, Malvern, Pennsylvania. 

I 0. PuriCore is a "person" as defined in Section 2(s) of FlFRA. 7 U.S.C. § l 36(s). 

l l. During the time period between i\fay 21, 20 14 and May 2 l, 20 15, PuriCore distributed or 
so ld two products named 1'1·oduceh·esh and FlomFresh under its " Sterilox Fresh" busir1css unit. 

12. During the time period between May 21 , 20 14 and May 21 , 2015, PuriCore's website at 
www.steriloxfesh.com, marketing materials and labels for l'roduceFresh inc luded 
representations that the product could be used for safety purposes, protection agai nst cross­
contamination, pathogen control, and killing spoilage organisms. 

13. During the time period between May 21, 20 14 and May 21, 20 J 5, PuriCore's website at 
www.stcriloxfesh.eom and marketing materials for FloraF,-esh included representations that the 
product cou ld be used to saniti<'.e buckets, control bacterial growth, and kill a broad range of 
pathogens. 

14. Pursuant lo Section2(u)ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § l36(u), and 40 C.F.R. § 152.3, rheterrn 
"pesticide" includes "any substance or mixture of substances intended for preventing, destroying, 
repelling, or mitigating any pest ." 

15. Pursuant to 40 C.F.R. §§ I 52. I 5(a)(I ) and 152. I S(c), the regulations implementing 
FIFRA give further guidance on what constitutes a pesticidal purpose. stating that a substance is 
considered to be intended for a pesticida l pu rpose, and tlws to be a pesticide requiring 
registration, if, among other tl1ings, the person who distributes or se lls the substance "claims, 
states or implies (by labeling or otherwise) .. . [t)hat the substance . .. can or should be used as a

pesticide", or "has actual or constructive knowledge that the substance will be used, or is 
intended lo be used, for a pesticidal purpose." 

16. Pursuant lo Section 2(t) ofF!FRA, 7 li .SC. § l36(t) and 40 C.F.R. § 152. 15, the tenn 
"pest" includes viruses, bacieria, or othe,· micro-organisms, except viruses, bacteria, or other 
micro-organisms on or in living man or other living animals and those on or in processed food. 

J 7. The representations made by PuriCore for its ProduceFresh and FloraFresh products 
described in Paragraphs 12 and l 3, above, constituted cla ims, statements or implications by 
Respondent that ProduceFresh and FloraFresh are each intended for pesticidal purpose under 40 
C.F.R. § 152. 15. 

18. During the time period between 1v!ay 21, 2014 and May 21, 2015, Respondent's 
ProduceFresh and f'/oraFresh products were each "pesticidefs)" as that term is defined in 
Section 2(u) ofFIFRA., 7 U.S.C. § l 36(u), and 40 C.F.R. § 152.3. 

_1\ [lee:ed Violations 

COUNT I - VIOLATIONS OF SECTION 12(A)( l)(a) ofFIFRA 

19. Section 12(a)(l)(A) of fol ['RA, 7 U.S.C § 13(,j(a)(J)(A), make~ it unlawful for any person 
in any State to distribute or sell to any person any pesticide that is not registered under Section 3 
ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C § 136a, except to the extcnl that distribution or sale otherwise has been 
authorized. 

20. Section 3(a) of FIFRA, 7 U.S.C § l 36a(a), and 40 C.F.R. § 152.15 provide, in pertinent 
part, that no person may distribute or sell any pesticide product that is not registered under 
FIFRA, except as provided in 40 C.F.R. § 152.25 or in other regulations not relevant to this 
matter. 

2 l. PuriCore d istributed or sold one or more units of its l'roduceFi·esh product to ind ividua ls, 
partnerships, associati.ons, corporations and/or organized groups of persons on approximately 
one hundred seventy-one (171) separate occasions during the time period between May 21, 2014 
and May 21, 20 15. 

22. Puri Core distributed or sold one or more units of its FloraFresh product to individuals, 
partnerships, associations, corporation, and/or organized groups of persons on approximately 
two hundred forty-seven (247) separate occasions during the time period between May 2 1, 20 14 
and May 21, 2015. 

23. During the t ime period between May 21, 20 14 and May 21, 2015, neither ProduceFresh 
nor FloraFresh were registered with EPA as a pesticide pursuant to Section 3 ofFll'RA, 7 
U.S.C. § 1.36a, nor had either ever been so registered.

24. Each occasion that Respondent distributed or sold one or more un its of its ProduceFresh 
or FloraFresh products constitutes a "distribu tion or sale" of a "pesticide" to a "person" as those 
terms are defined in Section 2 ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136, and 40 C.f.R. § 152.3 and constitutes a 
separate unlawful act under Section !2(a)( l)(A) of FlFRi\, 7 lJ.S .C. § 136/(a)( l)(A), for which 
penalties may be assessed pursuant to Section 14(a) ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a). 

25. Respondent is a "wholesaler, dealer, retai ler or other distributor" subject to the 
assessment of a civil penalty under Section 14(a)(J} of f-JFR.i\, 7 U .S.C. § I 36/(a)( l ). 

C ivil Penahv 

26. ln settlement of EPA 's claims for civil penalties assessable for the violations alleged in 
this Consent Agreement, Respondent consents to the assessment of a civil penalty in the amount 
of five hundred filly thousand dollars ($550,000). The civil penalty amount is due and payable 
immediately upon Respondent's receipt ofa true and correct copy of this CAFO. lfRespondem 
pays the entire civil penalty of five hundred fifty thousand dollars ($550,000) within thirty (30) 
calendar days of the date on wh ich this CAFO is mailed or hand-deli vered 10 Hespondent, 110 

interest will be assessed againsl RespondeJJt pursuant 10 40 C.F.R. § 13.11 (a)(l). 

27. The Parties represent thai the settlement terms arc based upon El'A's consideration of 
a num ber of factors, includ ing the penalty criteria set forth in Section I 4(a)(4) of FIPR.A., 7 
U.S.C. § 136/(a)(4), i.e., the size of Respondent's business, the effect of the penalty on 
Respondent's ab ility to continue in business, and the gravity of the violation. These factors wcr<.: 
applied to ihe particular fact.sand circumstances of this case with speci fic reforencc 10 EPA's 
December 2009 FIFHA Enforcemem Response Policy Fedetal Insecticide, Fungicide, 
Rodenticide Act and 40 C.f.R. Part J.9. 

28. Pursuant lo 31 U.S.C. § 37 17 and 40 C.f.R. § 13. ll., EPA is entitled to assess interest, 
administrative costs and late payment penalties on outstanding debts owed to the United Stal~5 
and a charge to cover the costs of processing and handling a del inquent c laim, as more fully 
described below. 

29. In accordance with 40 C.F.R. § 13.1 l(a), interest on any civil penalty assessed in a 
CAFO beg ins to accrue on the date that a copy of the CAFO is mailed or hand-delivered to the 
Respondent. However, RPA wi ll not seek to recover interest on any amount of such c ivil penalty 
that is paid within thirty (30) calendar days after the date on which such interest begins to accrue. 
Tnterest will be assessed at the raic of the United States Treasury tax and loan rate in accordance 
w ith 40 C.F.R. § 13. 1 I (a) . 

30. The costs oftl:le Agency's administra!ive handling of overdue debts will be charged and 
assessed monthly throughout the period a debt is overdue. 40 C.F.R. § I 3.1 l(b) . Pursuant to 
Appendix 2 of RPA's Resources lvfanagemen/ Directives- Cash M.anagement, Chapter 9, EPA 
will assess a $15.00 adm inistrative handling charge for administrative costs on unpaid penalties 
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for the first thir1y (30) day period after the payment is due and an additiona l $ 15.00 for each 
subsequent thirty (30) days lhe penalty remains unpaid. 

31. A late payment penalty of six percent per year will be assessed month ly on any portion 
of a civ il penalty which remains delinquent more than ninety (90) calendar days. 40 C.F.R. 
§ 13 .. 1 l(c). Should assessment of the penalty charge 011 a debt be required, it shall accrue from 
the first day payment is delinquent. 31 C.F.R. § 901.9(d). 

32. Respondent shal l pay the amount described in Paragraph 26, above, by sending a certified 
or cashier's check payable to the "United States T reasury," as fol lows:

35. This CAFO resolves only EPA's civ il claims for penalties for the specific 
violat ions of FIFRA a lleged in this Consent Agreement. t-:PA reserves the right to 
commence action against any person, including Respondent, in response to any condition 
which EPA determines may present an imminent and substantial endangerment to the 
public health, pt,blic welfare, or the environmcnL In addition, this sett lement is subject to 
a ll I imitations on the scope of resolution and w the reservation of rights set fo1ih in Section 
22. l 8(c) of 1he Consolidated Rules of Practice. Further, EPA reserves any rights and 
remedies available to it under FIFRA, the regu lations promulgated thereunder, and any 
other Federal Jaws or regulations for which EPA has jurisdiction, to enforce the provisions 
of this CAFO, following its filing with the Regional l learing C lerk. 

Fu! I and final Satisfaction 

36. This senlement shall constituie fu ll and fi nal satisfaction of all civil claims for penalties 
wh ich Complainant may have under Section 14(a) ofFIFRA, 7 U.S.C. § 136/(a), for the specific 
violations alleged in this CAFO. Compliance with this CAH) shall not be a defense to any 
action commenced at any time for any other violation of the Federal Jaws and regulations 
administered by EPA. 

Parties Bound 

37. This CAFO shall apply to and be binding upon Complainant, Respondent, and 
Respondent 's officers, directors, successors and assigns. By his or her signature below, the 
person s igning this Consent Agreement on behalf of Respondent is acknowledging that he 
or she is fully authorized by Respo ndent to execute th is Consent Agreement and to lega lly 
bind Respondent to the terms and conditions of th is CAFO. 
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Effccti ve Date 

38. The effoctive date of this CAFO is the date on which the Final Order, s igned by the 
Regional Administrator of .EPA, Region ITT, or his designee, !he Regional Judic ial Officer, is 
filed with the Regional I !earing Clerk pursuant to the Consolidated Rules of Practice.

The attached Consent Agreement and Final Order ("CAFO") have been negotiated with 
Puri Core Inc. in settlement of actionable Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticidc Act 
("FIFRA") violations. The compliance issues addressed in the C.ti.FO involve distributing or 
selling unregistered pesticides, which constitute unlawful acts under Section 12(a)(l )(A) ofFIFRA, 
7 U.S.C.§ 136j(a)( l )(A). 

The litigation team calculated a civil penalty of five hundred fifty thotL~and dollars 
($550,000) in accordance with the statutory factors set forth in Section 14(a)(4) ofFlFR.A., 7 U.S.C. 
§ 136l(a)(4), i.e., the size of Respondent's business, the effect of the penalty on Respondent's abi lity 
to continue in business, and the gravity of the violations. These factors were applied to the 
particular facts and circumstances of this case with specific reference to EPA 's December 2009 
Enforcement Response Policy for Federal, Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRAJ. 

We recommend that you sign the attached Final Order assessing five hundred fifty thousand 
dollars (~550,000) in civil penalties against Respondent. After you execute the Final Order, please 
return the documents to Jennifer M. Abramson of the Office of Regional Counsel for further 
processing.
