A Respondent may resolve a proceeding by paying the [ull amount of the specific penalty
proposed in the Complaint and filing a copy of the instrument of payment with the Regional
Hearing Clerk. Pursuant to 40 C.F.R. § 22.18(2)(3), upon receipt of payment in full, the
Regional Judicial Officer shall issue a Final Order.

When a proceeding such as this is governed by the pubfic participation provisions of 40

C.IFR. § 22.45, resolution is not available until ten days afier the close of the public comment



period. The public comment period for this action closed on June 10, 2015, so this proceeding
could conclude no sooner than June 26, 2015.

This Final Order shall not in any case affect the right of KPA or the United States 1o pursuc
appropriate injunctive or other cquitable relief or criminal sanctions {or any vielations of law.
This Final Order shall resolve only those causes ol action alicged i the Complaint. Nothing in
[h.is Final Order shall be construed to waive, extinguish, or otherwise alfect Respondent’s (or its
officers’, agents®, servants’, employees”, successors’, or assigns’) obligation o comply with all
applicable federal, state, and local slaﬁmlcs and regulations. including the regulations that were
the subject ol this action.
