Part 112 and that the EPA has jurisdiction over Respondent
and Respondent’s conduct as described in the Form,
Respondent does not contest the Inspection Findings, and
waives any objections it may have to the EPA’s jurisdiction.
Rt;aspondent consents to the assessment of the penalty stated
above.
