I. STATUTORY AUTHORITY

This Consent Agreement is issued under the authority vested in the Administrator

of the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency ("EPA") by Section 113(d) of the Clean Air Act

("CAA"), 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d).

Pursuant to Section 113(d) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d), and in accordance

with the "Consolidated Rules of Practice Governing the Administrative Assessment of Civil

Penalties," 40 C.F.R. Part 22, EPA issues, and Idaho Transportation Department ("Respondent")

agrees to issuance of, the Final Order attached to this Consent Agreement ("Final Order").

II. PRELIMINARYSTATEMENT

	

2.1.

	

In accordance with 40 C.F.R. §§ 22.13(b) and 22.18(b), issuance of this Consent

Agreement commences this proceeding, which will conclude when the Final Order becomes

effective.

	

2.2.

	

The Director of the Office of Compliance and Enforcement, EPA Region 10

("Complainant") has been delegated the authority pursuant to Section 113(d) of the CAA,

42 U.S.C. § 7413(d), to sign consent agreements between EPA and the party against whom an

administrative penalty for violations of the CAA is proposed to be assessed.

Part III of this Consent Agreement contains a concise statement of the factual and

legal basis for the alleged violations of the CAA together with the specific provisions of the

CAA and the implementing regulations that Respondent is alleged to have violated.

III. ALLEGATIONS

	

3.1.

	

Pursuant to Section 112 of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7412, EPA has adopted National

Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for asbestos, which are codified at 40 C.F.R.

Part 61, Subpart M.

	

3.2.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.145 applies to any person who is the owner or operator of a

demolition or renovation activity.

	

3.3.

	

Section 302(e) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7602(e), defines "person" as including,

inter alia, a State.

	

3.4.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.141 defines "owner or operator of a demolition or renovation

activity" to include any person who owns, leases, operates, controls, or supervises the facility
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being demolished or renovated or any person who owns, leases, operates, controls, or supervises

the demolition or renovation operation, or both.

	

3.5.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.141 defines "demolition" as the wrecking or taking out of any

load-supporting structural member of a facility together with any related handling operations or

the intentional burning of any facility.

	

3.6.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.141 defines "facility" to include, inter alia, any institutional,

commercial, public, industrial, or residential structure, installation, or building.

	

3.7.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.145(a) requires the owner or operator of a demolition activity to

thoroughly inspect the facility, prior to the commencement of the demolition, for the presence of

asbestos.

	

3.8.

	

40 C.F.R. § 61.145(b)(1) requires the owner or operator of a demolition activity to

provide EPA with written notice of intent to demolish a facility.

	

3.9.

	

Respondent is a "person" as defined in CAA § 302(e).

3.10. Respondent is the "owner" of the former Jachetta Building, located at 200 Idaho

57, Priest River, Idaho 83856.

3.11. The Jachetta Building is a "facility" as defined in 40 C.F.R. § 61.141.

3.12. Respondent began "demolition" of the facility on November 12, 2014, as defined

in 40 C.F.R. § 61.141.

3.13. Samples taken from the debris at the site of the former facility on November 14,

2014, after demolition began, indicate the presence of asbestos.

3.14. Respondent failed to thoroughly inspect the facility for asbestos, prior to its

demolition, in violation of 40 C.F.R. § 61.145(a).
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3.15. Respondent failed to provide EPA with written notice of intent to demolish the

facility, in violation of 40 C.F.R. § 61.145(b)(1).

3.16. Under Section 113(d) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(d), and 40 C.F.R. Part 19,

EPA may assess a civil penalty of not more than $37,500 per day of violation.

IV. TERMS OF SETTLEMENT

	4.1.

	

Respondent admits the jurisdictional allegations of this Consent Agreement.

	

4.2.

	

Respondent neither admits nor denies the specific factual allegations contained in

this Consent Agreement.

	

4.3.

	

As required by Section 113(e)(1) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C. § 7413(e)(1), EPA has

taken into account the size of the business, the economic impact of the penalty on the business,

Respondent's full compliance history and good faith efforts to comply, the duration of the

violation as established by any credible evidence, payment by Respondent of penalties

previously assessed for the same violation, the economic benefit of noncompliance, the

seriousness of the violation, and such other factors as justice may require. After considering

these factors, EPA has determined and Respondent agrees that an appropriate penalty to settle

this action is 551,986.

	

4.4.

	

Respondent agrees to pay the total civil penalty set forth in Paragraph 4.3 within

30 days of the effective date of the Final Order.

	

4.5.

	

Payment under this Consent Agreement and the Final Order may be paid by check

If Respondent fails to pay any portion of the penalty assessed by this Consent

Agreement and the Final Order in full by its due date, the entire unpaid balance of penalty and

accrued interest shall become immediately due and owing. If such a failure to pay occurs,

Respondent may be subject to a civil action pursuant to Section 113(d)(5) of the CAA, 42 U.S.C.

§ 7413(d)(5), to collect the assessed penalty under the CAA. In any collection action, the

validity, amount, and appropriateness of the penalty shall not be subject to review.

4.8.

	

If Respondent fails to pay any portion of the penalty assessed by this Consent

Agreement and the Final Order in full by its due date, Respondent shall be responsible for

payment of the following amounts:

Interest. Any unpaid portion of the assessed penalty shall bear interest at

the rate established pursuant to 26 U.S.C. § 6621(a)(2) from the effective date of the

Final Order, provided, however, that no interest shall be payable on any portion of the

assessed penalty that is paid within 30 days of the effective date of the Final Order

contained herein.

	

4.8.2.

	

Attorneys Fees, Collection Costs, Nonpayment Penalty. Pursuant to

42 U.S.C. § 7413(d)(5), should Respondent fail to pay the assessed penalty and interest

on a timely basis, Respondent shall also be required to pay the United States'

enforcement expenses, including but not limited to attorneys fees and costs incurred by

the United States for collection proceedings, and a quarterly nonpayment penalty for each

quarter during which such failure to pay persists. Such nonpayment penalty shall be ten

percent of the aggregate amount of Respondent's outstanding penalties and nonpayment

penalties accrued from the beginning of such quarter.

4.9.

	

The penalty described in Paragraph 4.3, including any additional costs incurred

under Paragraph 4.8, represents an administrative civil penalty assessed by EPA and shall not be

deductible for purposes of federal taxes.

4.10. The undersigned representative of Respondent certifies that he or she is

authorized to enter into the terms and conditions of this Consent Agreement and to bind

Respondent to this document.

4.11. Except as described in Paragraph 4.8, each party shall bear its own costs and

attorneys fees in bringing or defending this action.
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4.12. Respondent expressly waives any right to contest the allegations contained in this

Consent Agreement and to appeal the Final Order.

4.13. The provisions of this Consent Agreement and the Final Order shall bind

Respondent and its agents, servants, employees, successors, and assigns.

4.14. Respondent consents to the issuance of any specified compliance or corrective

action order, and to any stated permit action.

4.15. The above provisions in Part IV are STIPULATED AND AGREED upon by

Respondent and EPA Region 10.

This Final Order does not waive, extinguish, or

otherwise affect Respondent's obligations to comply with all applicable provisions of the CAA

and regulations promulgated or permits issued thereunder and any applicable implementation

plan requirements.
