The Motion alleges that Respondent will not be
prejudiced by the delay. but rlom not indicate that Respondent was advised of its intent to seek an
extension prior to the filing of the Motion and what Respondent indicated what 1ts position in
regard thereto, as required by the Prehearing Order

Nevertheless, for good cause shown, the Motion 1s hereby GRA \\ TED. Accordingly,
both parties shall simultancously file their Prehearing Exchanges in this matter on or before
Julv 9, 2008 if the fully executed Consent Agreement a,nd Consent Order (CAFO) has not
