ORDER INITIATING ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE 
RESOLUTION PROCESS AND APPOINTING NEUTRAL 

Pursuant to the request of the parties, Judge Spencer T. Nissen, is hereby designated as 
a neutral to initiate and conduct such processes as may facilitate a settlemer1t of this proceeding. 

The following procedures shall apply: 

I . The Alte111ative Dispute Resolution (ADR) process will be conducted in a confidenti al 
manner. T he Judge who serves as the nelitral viii I not disclose to anyone the contents of any of the 
parties' ADR communications. 

2. for the ADR process to be effective, the persons communicating with the neutral must 
either have authority to commit his or her side to a sett lement, or have ready access to someone wi th 
such authority. 

3. Unless terminated earlier at ·the request of either party, the ADR process shall 
automatical ly terminate on December 1, 2009. An ex tension of up to 60 days may be granted by 
the unders igned upon request of the ADR neutral, but in no event shall ADR continue for longer than 
4 months. At that time, if no settlement has been reached, the case w ill be remanded to the litigation 
Judge to proceed with the litigation process in an expedited manner. 

4. A party requesting termination of this process shall so adv ise the ass igned neutral Judge 
e ither orall y or in w; ;ting. The neutral Judge shall forwa rd the request to the Chief Administrative. 
Law Judge. The dispute reso lution process initatecl by this Order shall terminate upon order of the · 
Chief Administra ti ve Law Judge. 



5. At the termination of the ADR process, the parti es will be sent a questionnai re to elicit 
thei r views and the experience with the process. The contents of individual questionnaires wi ll be 
kept confidential and will be made available to the neutrals and others only in a composite format.
