b. Therule specificdly states that the point of compliance (POC) will be at the limit of the waste
management area. In one draft manud (i.e., the Draft Permit Writers Manud for Ground-Water
Protection, May 1983), OSW proposed a 30 foot “dush zone” in which one could place monitoring
wells for the compliance point. However, such guidance isinconsstent with the regulations, and is,
therefore, ingppropriate. This guidance was removed from the next edition (October 1983). Where
it is physicaly impossible to comply with the letter of the regulation, the Regiond Office may exercise
enforcement discretion on a case by case basis.
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
