•   A second public workshop was held to gather input on the draft Human Health Risk Assessment
on September 20th.  The comment period for this document ends on October 16th.

•   The Ecological Risk Assessment Workgroup had a full day workshop on September 27th and half
day workshop on September 28th.  These were followed by a public workshop during the
evening of September 28th.  The comment period for the draft Ecological Risk Assessment has
been extended.  The new comment deadline is now November 6th.

•   The Removal action at the Mullan elementary School has been completed.  Soils under three
pieces of playground equipment were removed at depths from 18 to 24 inches and replaced
with wood chips.  Approximately 200 cubic yards of contaminated material was removed and
taken to the Institutional Controls Program landfill.

•   The results of the voluntary residential sampling program conducted this Spring showed that of
the 60 yards sampled, 11 exceeded the Early Action Level for lead (2000 ppm).  15 homes that
were on private water supplies had water samples taken, and 3 of those exceeded either a Maxi-
mum Contaminant Level or Removal Action Level for drinking water.

The Success Mill site semi-passive groundwater treatment project on East Fork Nine Mile
above Wallace Idaho. The good news is that the project is moving ahead.  The Trustees
awarded the Contract for the Success Mill site Groundwater Treatment Action to
Jones West Environmental Services of Castle Rock, CO.  The contract amount was $949,094.
The work will be done over two seasons.  A critical point of interest will be in mid October
when a decision will be made whether the cut off wall is functional (did the pressure grout
process work).  At that time a decision will be made to install the treatment vault.  I will try to
schedule a meeting when it is clear how the mobilization schedule is proceeding. Anyone
wishing to learn more about the site or plan a visit can contact Marti at
svnrtmarti@nidlink.com.
