"Conveyor" meang device for transporting
nonmetallic materials from ofie pieke of equipment to another.

"Crusher” meanf a makhine used to crush any
nonmetallic minerals.

"Hot mix asphfalt plant" mdans any facility used to
manufacture hot mix ayphalt by heatifg and drying aggregate
and mixing with asphajt cements.

"Nonmetalffic mineral" has thd same definition as
defined in 40 CFR §0.671.

"Screenfmeans a device for sepjrating nonmetallic
minerals accordifig to size by passing uldersize material
through one orfmore mesh surfaces in seridg, and retaining
oversize materigl on the mesh surfaces.

"Tephporary" means not more than {80 operating
days and not fnore than 365 calendar days.
