This is an existing facility applying for a Title V
permit renewal that is engaged in the
manufacturing of various paper products such as
facial tissue and paper towels. The facility
operates two creped wadding machines, various
mixers, two printers, a bath tissue line, two
multifolders, two boilers, three emergency internal
combustion engines, a gas turbine, and other
supporting equipment. The particulate matter
emissions from the paper manufacturing
operations are controlled by several scrubbers,
drum filters and a baghouse.  The carbon
monoxide, volatile organic compounds, and oxides
of nitrogen emissions from the gas turbine are
controlled by an oxidation catalyst and a selective
catalytic reduction system.

Pursuant to Title V of the federal Clean Air Act
and AQMD Rule 3004(f), a Title V permit shall
expire five years from the date of issuance unless
such permit has been renewed. Accordingly, the
above facility has submitted a Title V renewal
application and requested the AQMD to renew
their Title V permit. The proposed permit
incorporates updates to the facility information
provided in the facility’s Title V renewal
application and all rules and regulations that are
currently applicable to the facility.
