 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINOR PERMIT REVISION DESCRIPTION

This minor permit revision for Tucson Electric Power Company-Springerville Generating Station is for the addition of one Unit 4 Dust Collector for the coal preparation area.  This new baghouse will control emissions of the particulate matter (PM) and particulate matter below 10 micron size (PM10) from the conveyors associated with the coal transfer operations for Unit 4.
The project will increase the emissions of PM and PM10 by 0.006 and 0.003 tons per year respectively.  The project meets all the gatekeepers for a minor revision stipulated in A.A.C. R18-2-319.A.

At all times when the system is in operation, including periods of start-up, shutdown, and malfunction as defined in Conditions I.D.9, 14, and 16 of Attachment B of this permit, the Permittee shall,  to the extent practicable maintain, and operate all baghouses to capture particulate matter emissions associated with coal preparation and mixing in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practices.
