



Technical Review and the Evaluation for

Air Quality Significant Permit Revision #50922
I.
INTRODUCTION


Significant Permit Revision #50922 to Air Quality Operating Permit #42474 is to upgrade the In-Pit Crusher #3 and conveyance system.  Presently this crusher delivers ore only to the Mine for Leach (MFL) operation.  This upgrade will enable Freeport- McMoRan Morenci, Inc. (FMMI) to deliver ore to the Morenci Concentrator as well.  The Morenci mine is located on US Highway 191 in Morenci, Greenlee County, Arizona.

PROCESS DESCRIPTION
This significant revision is for the following activities at the FMMI:

· Renaming of Discharge Conveyor, DC3 as P11;

· Addition of Conveyor Belt P12;

· Existing FB3/DC3 drop point (Part of Process #001-251) emission control will be linked with emission control for IPCC #3 (Process #001-250).  The baghouse for controlling this process point will be changed from 30,000 dscfm to 12,000 dscfm and these two emission points will be vent indoors into the IPCC building.

· Existing baghouse for FB3/DC3 & DC3/P5 (Process #001-251) with air flow of 12,800 dscfm will be replaced with a baghouse of 8,300 dscfm air flow controlling emission of transfer points for  P11/P5 and P11/P12 (Process #001-251).

III
EMISSIONS

The increase in emissions from the project is 6.22 tons per year (tpy) of particulate matter (PM), 3.65 tpy particulate matter below 10 micron size (PM10), and 3.65 tpy particulate matter below 2.5 micron size (PM2.5) (assuming the PM10 emissions are all PM2.5) respectively.  The increase in emissions is below the significant levels identified in A.A.C. R18-2-101(106).
IV.
COMPLIANCE HISTORY
Inspections are being regularly conducted at FMMI to track compliance with its applicable permit conditions. There are no air quality cases associated with this facility at this time.
V.
APPLICABLE REGULATIONS
FMMI is adding a new conveyor belt, P12, for transfer of ore from IPCC#3 to Morenci Concentrator.  NSPS Subpart LL is not applicable since this subpart specifically excludes all conveyor transfer points located before the mill area.

VI. 
PERIODIC MONITORING
Compliance assurance monitoring (CAM) requirements for IPCC#3 and FB3 to P11 (Process #001-250) have been deleted since this emission point, controlled by FFDC, is modified to vent indoors into the IPCC #3 building.  There are no other changes to monitoring, reporting, or recordkeeping requirements.

VII.
TESTING REQUIREMENTS

Testing of emission point related to IPCC#3 and FB3 to P11 (Process #001-250) has been deleted from Operating Permit #42474 since this emission point will vent indoors into the IPCC #3 building.
In operating permit #42474, the emissions of PM and PM10 from this emission point were estimated to be 4.51 tpy.  Assuming 50 percent capture from the building, the emissions from the FFDC are estimated to be 2.25 tpy.  In light of the fact that with this significant permit revision, the emissions will vent indoors, it is no longer feasible to conduct performance testing on this emission point.  Therefore, the underlying emission limit and testing requirement for this emission point has been deleted from the operating permit.

Though the installation of IPCC #3 was permitted previously, the Permittee has still not installed this crusher.  In this regard, the initial testing of the fabric filter in process #001-251 has been linked with the initial startup of IPCC #3.
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
